· A car that had been parked in the CRV parking area by the bike trail on Cooperative Way	for over a week has been moved.  There was discussion about placing a sign regarding parking limits, it was decided that none was needed at this time.

· Scheck reported that the well pumping numbers have been up.  He has been reading meters, if nothing is found he will have MRWA come to look for leaks.
· Scheck reported the headlights on the Freightliner plow truck are not working and it may need to be taken in for repair.  Council agreed to have the truck brought in to get fixed if Scheck is not able to find the problem.  Ebner suggested taking it to the International Dealer in La Crosse for repair
· Scheck inquired about the purchase of a retriever (disk used to pull gravel out of ditch to put back onto roads).  Scheck is to get quotes and present his finding to the Equipment Committee

· Pay increase for Scheck, Petersen, Graham and Miner set at 2.5% for 2017
· Compensation to Council members for meetings held outside the boundaries of CRV (Peterson & Rushford) would go from $14.82 to $15.00.  
· The IRS business mileage will go from 54 cents/mile to 53.5 cents/mile.
· The Plowing/Grading/Sanding by CRV rate for man and machine per hour will increase from $75.00: minimum of $37.50 plus rock &/or sand & salt to $100.00 per hour with 1 Hour ($100.00) minimum plus rock &/or sand & salt
        Motion was made to accept the Pay Rates and Fees as presented

· Overland and Smith are working on the Personal Handbook for CRV which will address overtime pay
· Outside meetings/conferences were discussed. Those attending meetings on behalf of CRV would be reimbursed for mileage and receive a wage that is in accordance with the Pay Rates and Fee schedule.
· Rushford has entered into a warning siren maintenance contract with ANCOM/Motorola. After discussion it was motioned that CRV would be included in this contract to cover maintenance for the warning siren in South Rushford.  Contract includes PM on site review following the storm season. Tighten belts and lubricate motor bearings.  Siren motor is not included.  This contract is for 8am to 5pm Monday through Friday.  The CRV portion of this contract would be $660.00 per year ($55.00/month) with a 5% ($33.00) prepay consideration.  Rushford will pay the total invoice and bill CRV for their portion.
