 1)     PLANNING / ZONING–Pettit: New Permits /inquiries/updates;										                 
· New Permits: None to report 
· The Thursday March 16, 2017 Planning and Zoning Board Meeting has been moved up to Thursday March 9, 2017 at 6:00 am in the CRV hall office 
· Pettit will do the annual Featherstone farm walk through at 41016 State Hwy 30 by the end of March 2017
· The annual bare land lease contract with Featherstone has not been signed for the 2016-2017 year.  This should have been signed by October 15, 2016.  The lease will remain the same, $1,050.00 which is $350.00 per acre for 3 acres more or less.  
2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Scheck reported he was recently informed the materials used to hold back the bank for the cattle pass on Ridgeway by Kahouns are rotting and will need to be replaced.  Scheck will replace the rotting materials
· Josh Pope and Brian Malm from Bolton and Menk met with Mayor Johnson, Scheck, Petersen and Miner on February 27, 2017 to inform CRV that Pope has taken a different position within the company and will be moving to Iowa.  Malm will once again be the CRV contact person at Bolton and Menk
· Miner shared the information that was requested from and sent to Donna Rasmussen, Fillmore SWCD Administrator, in regards to the CRV existing water and related land resources plans and official controls.  This part of the SWCD Root River Comprehensive Watershed Management Plan 
· Motion made to advertise for rock bids in the Tri County Record and Fillmore County Journal the weeks of March 20 and 27, 2017.  The bid amount was increased from 3,000 to 5,000 cubic yards do to the additional rock that needs to be replaced after the September 21, 2016 flood event.  All bids are to be submitted to the CRV office no later than 7:00 pm Tuesday, April 18, 2017.

· Rasmussen from the equipment committee reported Ebner, Scheck, Petersen and himself had met 3/3/2017 to discuss equipment replacement.  It is the committee’s opinion a skid loader with tracks and a trailer should be the first to be replaced.  There is a large amount of road/ditch work that needs to be completed this summer do the September 21, 2016 flood event.  The skid loader CRV has is not large enough to complete the work and is not equipped with tracks. The equipment committee felt that CRV would benefit from a larger skid loader with tracks in the future too and therefore do not recommend renting just to get through this summers’ projects.  Overland asked about buying used instead of new which the committee does not recommend because of the warranty you get with new.  Scheck will get quotes from various dealers for new and used skid loaders, Graham will have a report of monies available in the equipment fund all of which will be presented to the Council at the March 21st meeting.
· The equipment committee feels the grader would be the next piece of equipment that should be replaced in the future.  The blade is starting to show significant wear  
· The purchase of a retriever is on hold.  The bracket to mount the retriever to a grader was thought to be universal but has been found not to be the case.  Buying one to fit the current CRV grader now does not guarantee it will fit a new grader purchased in the future.  A retriever could be purchased as an add-on attachment for a new grader 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Graham had an inquiry regarding utility charges on parcel R05.0302.000.  The dwelling on the property has been empty for several years but the owner has been paying the utilities. If the dwelling on the property was removed the utility charges would no longer be billed.  Because this is a non-conforming lot, once the dwelling is removed another could not be placed on that parcel unless it was to become a part of another parcel making it large enough to be a conforming lot.
