New Permits: No new permits issued
Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries: 
· Pettit had an inquiry regarding a possible building site in CRV Section 9.  After review by the Planning and Zoning Board it was determined this would be allowed.  The driveway is required to come off CRV public road Indian Chapel Drive and all required sewer system permits must be obtained from Fillmore County before building permit would be issued.  
· Pettit had an inquiry regarding a parcel that does not have a buildable site because it is non-conforming but does have its own parcel number.  If land was bought from another parcel and added to the non-conforming parcel to make it a conforming, buildable lot, a permit for a home could be issued as long as the driveway came off a CRV public road. A sewer permit would need to be obtained from Fillmore County before a building permit would be issued.  It was recommended the person inquiring go to Fillmore County first to make sure they will issue a sewer permit before they purchased land.
· The home with acreage and some property on Grimsrud Way has been sold to two different individuals.  Any future property splitting would need to be brought before the CRV Board for approval
Other Issues/Concerns: 

· The Planning and Zoning Board reviewed the 2011 proposed flood zone maps.  These maps show everyone on the south side of Highway 43 South would come out of the flood zone.  These maps also show the flood zone extends further south following Highway 43 South putting Tom Kopperuds home and acreage in the flood zone.  Glen Kopperud will share this information with Tom.  These maps are used by financial institutions when providing loans for homes.
