Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries: 
· Darrel Himlie inquired about a permit for a utility shed
· Dairyland Power inquired about a permit to build a new tower on the same parcel as the existing tower and demolish the old tower once the new tower is operational on Tower Ridge Road.  To keep the tower guidelines, which are now on Heglands land, on their own land Dairyland Power and Heglands will exchange land acre for acre
· Pettit completed the walk through at Featherstone Farm on March 28, 2017 for the 2017-2018 Interim Use permit renewal.  A change to Section II Conditions, number 4, “The total number of occupants shall be limited to seven (7) persons in consideration of the health and safety of the occupants.  Hedin noted that the required well repair was completed in 2012.”  This number was increased from 5 to 7.  This was presented to and approved by the CRV Council on April 4, 2017

Motion to accept the 2017-2018 Interim Use Renewal with the change from 5 to 7 occupants

Other Issues/Concerns: 

· The Planning and Zoning Board reviewed the 2016 proposed flood zone maps.  The 2016 maps had been located after the March 9, 2017 Planning and Zoning meeting.  The proposed 2016 flood zone maps show residents that had been removed from the flood zone on the 2011 maps back in the flood zone on the 2016 maps
· Brian Malm from Bolton and Menk, Pettit and Miner met to discuss the 2016 proposed flood zone maps on March 30, 2017.  Malm explained that criteria for a 100-year flood had been changed by FEMA.  The rainfall amount increased from 6 to 7 inches per hour and because of better technology they now have topical elevation readings at 2-foot intervals instead of 10 foot.  Projects done by CRV did not contribute to the map changes. Those residents that have concerns will need to contact FEMA or the DNR.
