 1)     PLANNING / ZONING–Pettit: New Permits /inquiries/updates;										                 
· New Permits: 1223 Howard Otis-Addition to building	
                       1224 Jeremy Woods- 5ft high wood and wire fence 
· Pettit completed the walk through at Featherstone Farm on March 28, 2017 for the 2017-2018 Interim Use permit renewal.  A change to Section II Conditions, number 4, “The total number of occupants shall be limited to seven (7) persons in consideration of the health and safety of the occupants.  Hedin noted that the required well repair was completed in 2012.”  This number was increased from 5 to 7.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Brian Malm from Bolton and Menk, Pettit and Miner met to discuss the 2016 proposed flood zone maps on March 30, 2017.  Malm explained that criteria for a 100-year flood had been changed by FEMA.  The rainfall amount increased from 6 to 7 inches per hour and because of better technology they now have topical elevation readings at 2-foot intervals instead of 10 foot.  Projects done by CRV did not contribute to the map changes.  Those residents that have concerns will need to contact FEMA or the DNR.
2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Quotes and warranty information received from Bobcat of Dresbach, St Joseph Equipment of Eyota and Hammell Equipment in Rushford was reviewed.  The skid loader will be tax exempt because it is non-licensed piece of road equipment.  The Council motioned to accept the quote of $48,500.00 from Hammell Equipment for a Case TR340 Track Skid Loader with Hi Flo with 2 buckets and a 3 year/3,000 hour warranty.									Motion by Ebner, 2nd by Rasmussen. Carried
· Scheck reported the water leak in South Rushford has been fixed.  There are other water shut offs that cannot be located.  Council directed Scheck to attempt to locate these before the road projects start and report back with the number of those that could not be located.
· Well and lift station readings will be brought to the office weekly and recorded
· All outside water meter readers need to be operational for the yearly reading.  About 16% are not working.  Scheck was directed to have these fixed before the road projects start.
· Scheck will be purchasing new bullets and cutting edges for the grader
· Scheck reported there are a couple of trees that need to be removed that could be a problem.  Scheck will make arrangements to have the trees removed
· Scheck and Petersen meet with Sean from the Peterson State Fish Hatchery.  They will work together to stop the water runoff from Trout Spring Lane into the spring. 

3)    OTHER:   
· CRV reached out to the Jenni-O Turkey Store in Altura for information regarding what would happen in the event Avian Influenza (bird flu) reached our area.  CRV is concerned about the litter spread on farm fields.  In the event of an outbreak, Jenni-O will contact CRV.  The litter would not be available to anyone and would be disposed of according to Bio-Security rules.
· There will not be an Annual Board of Review meeting April 18th before the CRV Regular Council Meeting.  Residents with concerns about their taxable property value assessment need to go the Auditors Office in Fillmore County Court House in Preston April 24-27 from 8:00 am-4:30 pm
· Until the Personnel Handbook is completed, a motion was made to pay maintenance personnel a minimum of 2 hours of work if they are called back to work for an emergency.

· FEMA time sheet, job description and equipment documentation (hour meters, mileage, pre-trip inspections) was discussed.  Council would like to see similar time sheet and equipment documentation recorded daily for the normal CRV day to day activity
