Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries: 
· Dan & Desiree Erickson will be building a new home along Hwy 43 S
· Jordy & Noelle Graham will be building a new home along County Rd 25 S.  The driveway that comes out on County Road 25 S can be shared but the arrangements for the shared driveway will be between the landowners.  The house will not be built on protected bluff land and has enough set back from the creek.  A cabin located on the same parcel as the house is going to be built has electricity but no plumbing and will become a storage building after the house is built.  Graham will need to make sure erosion does not become an issue when digging the basement.  Graham does have permits from the DNR to do work by the creek to help prevent erosion.
· Josh Rasmussen, owner of a double lot on Goodrich, parcel R05.0354.20, has asked if the double lot can be split into two lots to allow for 2 homes.  To do this each lot would have to be 12,000 sq. feet, which they would not be.  A duplex could be placed on this lot. There are already 2 water and sewer hook-ups there which would allow for a duplex.  A duplex would require that each residence have their own water and sewer hook-up. Water and Sewer hook-up charges would be as stated on the pay rate sheet.  If a single dwelling home is placed on these lots only 1 water and 1 sewer hook-up would be charged for.

· Dairyland Power has not contacted Pettit regarding the tower replacement on Tower Ridge.  Dairyland will be informed they need to complete a conditional use permit and pay the permit fee before the project is started.
