The May 2, 2017 Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers. Council members present, Dennis Overland, Mike Ebner, Chad Rasmussen, Richard Smith; Public Works Supervisor Travis Scheck, Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, City Attorney Thomas Manion, Treasurer Judy Graham and Clerk Mary Miner.

CITIZENS /OTHERS PRESENT /WISHING TO BE HEARD:  Vern Bunke, Allen Kirchhof, James Schueler, Jamie McGregor, Kirsten Zoellner
· Vern Bunke and Allen Kirchhof, President of Bluff County ATV Club and State Director for the ATV Assoc. of Minnesota, presented information regarding the Rim Trail Project.  The Bluff Country ATV club has applied to the DNR for grant funding to establish a 37-40 mile ATV trail throughout the Peterson, Rushford Village and Rushford area. Mike Ebner will be the advocate for the Rim Trail Project from CRV.  The CRV Council is supportive of the Rim Trail Project.
· James Schueler shared his concerns regarding the hill behind his residence at 41178 Highway 16.  Johnson, Scheck and Petersen have visited the site and do not feel the hill sluffing is due to water runoff from Tower Ridge but has been caused by the wet weather and ground saturation.  It was decided the ditch on the bluff side of Tower Ridge behind the Schueler residence will be cleaned and part of the shale hillside be removed to widen the corner.  Scheck will contact Bob Holien, the owner of the hillside to get permission and explain what will be done.   Schueler also was concerned about a culvert that is plugged and offered to unplug it, Johnson assured him it would be unplugged by CRV maintenance in the very near future.  Schueler shared that he and his brother are both licensed to operate heavy equipment and could do the job.  Mayor Johnson stated that Schueler would need to provide a quote, proof of insurance and anything else other contractors would be required to submit when quoting a project.  Any proposal submitted would be reviewed by Attorney Manion.

2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Spring Road Tour will be Tuesday, May 9, 2017 at 6:30.  Scheck will provide a list of areas to look at.  Rolling Hills Transit will provide the transportation.
· Congratulations to Hamilton Petersen for passing the Wastewater Exam on March 29, 2017
· Scheck has contacted Generation X regarding rip rap that needs to be set. Cedar has a 378 foot span, North Money Creek Road has a 200 foot span that need to be repaired after the flooding in September 2016.  Oian quoted $20.00-$25.00 per yard to set rip rap.  Oian would like to start the project the week of May 8, 2017.
· Scheck stated ditch work on Deep River and Desoto Roads will start the week of May 8, 2017
· The new trailer has been delivered and the DOT inspection has been completed by Brown’s Tire.  
· Council decided not to sell the smaller flatbed trailer at this time.  It will be used to haul the lawn mower and other smaller pieces of equipment. A DOT inspection will need to be done on the trailer. 
· Scheck reported that the new outside water readers have been installed.  There are a few residents that need to run wiring before an outside reader can be installed.  Scheck will talk with these residents.  

3)    OTHER:   
· There will be 2-30 yard roll-offs for the spring clean-up day on May 13. Cost will be $276.00 delivery/ $296.00 pickup plus $62.00 per ton for each roll-off.  Because of the price increase from last year it was decided not to have a smaller roll-off delivered for electronics, they will be set aside and included with the fall clean-up.  Dave Hundorf will supply a trailer for scrap metal and Brown’s Tire will take tires.
·  CCS Technologies in La Crescent, MN will be the computer backup and technical support for all CRV computers.  The cost for the ProVent package is $35.00 per month.  An external hard drive will also be purchased at a one time cost of $130.00.  Motion made to accept CCS Technologies as the CRV back up and technical support, monthly charges and purchase of the hard drive

May 2, 2017 meeting continued May 9th at 6:30.
· Cedar-FEMA project- 2 sluff areas on the gully side of the road will require approximately 375 cubic yards of rip rap which will be placed by Generation X.  This is planned to be completed the week of May 15th.
· Tower Ridge-Ditch on bluff side needs to be cleaned out from corner behind Schueler residence to County Rd 25.  Scheck and Petersen will complete this project.  In the near future part of the shale hillside on the bluff side will need to be knocked down and removed to help prevent future sluffs and widen the corner and road behind the Schueler residence to County Rd 25. This project will be hired done. 
· Ridgeview-FEMA project-Ditches will be cleaned out on bluff side to allow for water runoff.  Non-FEMA, Kahoun cattle pass needs to be repaired and a sluff by the culvert needs to be filled.
· Airport-FEMA project-Ditch of bluff side needs to be cleaned out.  Material from this to be placed across the road to fill in sluff areas. Scheck and Petersen will complete this project. Non FEMA, Featherstone would like a culvert/pipe placed so they can run a water line to their field.  Scheck is working with Featherstone on this project.
· Benson Lane-Sluff alongside Polzin driveway needs to be repaired.  Scheck and Petersen will complete this project.  Missouri crossing deck is cracking and sinking.  Repairs/replacement will need to be done soon to avoid complete failure of the crossing.  This project will be hired done.
· Deep River-Couple areas with standing water that will need to be addressed.  A sluff by Lee Loerch needs to be removed and ditch cleaning needs to be done.  These projects will be completed by Scheck and Petersen but are not high priority.
