· McHugh has not completed the punch list for the 2016 Road Project.  Josh Pope from Bolton and Menk has been in contact with McHugh to set up a timeline to complete this work. McHugh will not commit to dates for completion of the punch list.  It is recommended by Pope a letter be sent to McHugh stating they have seven days to correct the deficiencies or CRV will exercise the clauses within the Contract whereby CRV contracts with someone else or uses City Staff to perform the work and deduct those costs from what is owed to Mc Hugh.  CRV is holding $31,829.79 in retainage.

· Tyson Fresh Meats will be connecting to the South Rushford Water District. It will be determined if a service line will need brought from the main which would require boring under Highway 16 or if a service line can be brought from an existing lateral on the Tyson side of the road.  Rasmussen will give Scheck the phone number to call for a permit if boring under Highway 16 is needed.  A temporary water line will be installed from the fire hydrant which will run through the culvert by Meadow Lane.  Tyson did ask about drilling a well and were told this would not be allowed because they are in the South Rushford Water District.  Scheck will contact Woxland and Chad at Tyson Fresh Meats.
· Scheck will attend the Gundersen DOT Supervisor Training on September 12, 2017.  Cost of this training is $60.00
· Featherstone Fruits and Vegetables had inquired about having a temporary pipe placed across Airport Rd which would allow them to run a hose to pump water from one side of the road to the other.  It was decided this would not be allowed as it would require disturbing the road surface.  Other options could be to run a hose through the culvert along Highway 30, fill tanks and haul the water or contact the person they are renting the land from and pump from their well.
