Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries: 
· CRV received a letter from FEMA regarding the Flood Plain Maps.  There has been an appeal therefore the flood plain maps cannot be finalized until the appeal has been addressed and resolved
Other Issues/Concerns: 
· Field debris on CRV roadways was discussed. Excessive field debris left on a road must be cleaned up. 
· Rural noxious weed control was discussed.  The current ordinance states a letter would be sent to the landowner regarding the problem and if they do not comply CRV would then take care of the problem and the landowner would be charged $100.00 per hour for man and machine with a 1 hour minimum charge.  This ordinance works for residential properties but it does not work well for rural agricultural areas.  This will be further discussed at a later date.
· There was discussion regarding the need for a building/zoning permit for all projects.  It was determined the process will continue as it has been.  The Zoning Board feels requiring a permit for all projects makes sure ordinances are followed and problems are addressed before they occur. Pettit has been getting more calls inquiring if they need a permit and he feels more people are aware that a permit is required for all projects, even those that do not require a permit fee.  Pettit did ask the Planning and Zoning Board members to let him know of any projects they see going on so he can make sure a permit has been obtained.
