· Resident at 30422 Sherwood St. shared drawings to show the pitch of the slope along Goodrich St. in his yard.  Before the 2016 Road Project he was able to mow this slope with a riding mower and he cannot now.  He has concerns about the material used for landscaping.  What he wants is to be able to maintain this slope with the equipment he has.
