1)     PLANNING / ZONING–Pettit: New Permits /inquiries/updates;										                 
· New Permits:  #1245 Jason & Jill Rasmussen-New Home –Goodrich St
· The zoning/building permit Farmer’s Elevator was issued last year will expire if Farmer’s Elevator is sold

2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· After review of the equipment repair history and hours/miles it was determined it is time to start looking at replacing some of the equipment now.  The equipment committee recommends the grader be the first piece of equipment to be replaced in the near future with the Freightliner being the next piece to be replaced within the next 2-3 years.  Different financing options were discussed. 
· Scheck reviewed quotes he had received from Caterpillar ($255,000.00 includes $35,000.00 trade in) and John Deere ($276,830.00 no in trade in listed) for a grader.  Scheck was asked to put together a description of what he would want a grader to include and get more pricing for new or slightly used (1,000 hours or less) graders to bring back to the Council.  
· Attorney Manion reminded the Council the purchase of a piece of equipment over $100,000.00 would need to be advertised for bids.  There is an electronic purchasing process, Municipal Contracting Statute  471.345, Municipal Contracting Law Uniform, Subdivision 16, reverse auction, that can be used for purchasing equipment over $100,000.00.
· Scheck reviewed quotes he received for a zero turn riding mower with a 60 inch deck without a trade in.  Preston Equipment (John Deere) $8.485.64, M&M Lawn and Leisure (Gravely) $10,800.00, Hammell Equipment (Ferris) $11,000.00.  There has been $7,000.00 set aside for the purchase of a riding lawn mower.  No action was taken
· CRV will start installing tracer wire from the water main to the curb stop when new water lines are placed.  
· Citizens will be encouraged to install a tracer wire on water lines from the curb stop to the house and on sewer lines when they are placed, the cost would be the homeowners
· Rasmussen informed the Council the F-450 will need new tires before winter
· Mayor Johnson met with Brian Malm of Bolton and Menk to look at 2 panels on Cooperative Way Road that are cracked.  Malm suggested CRV do the repairs, Rasmussen will get information to Scheck as to what MN DOT uses for this type of repairs.

· The Featherstone land lease will continue without any changes for 2018.  This is a self-renewing contract if no changes are made to the contract.
