ROADS/WATER/SEWER: 

· Scheck would like to have the fiber placed away from the side of the road or plowed down far enough so they will not be an issue when ditch work is done.  Scheck will meet with Ed Roberts regarding the placement of fiber during the AcenTek Fiber Optic installtion throughout Rushford Village.  Attorney Manion suggested the LMC Right of Way Policy/Ordinance as a possible template for CRV to use to develope a CRV Right of Way Policy/Ordinance.  Concerns voiced by Ebner:  if lines are plowed in on the side of road that has a established ditch and a hard rain comes and washes the ditch out who has to fix this and to avoid relocation costs, CRV needs to make sure lines are not placed in locations where possible CRV work may be done.  Example:  Benson Lane Missouri Crossing
· New Road Grader is in Rochester and should be delivered by January 19, 2018
· Scheck reported the new back tires have been put on the Freightliner and they make a big difference.  There was difficulty getting the front tires off, they will be replaced when weather allows for the truck to be down for a couple of days.
