· Other Issues/Concerns:
· Flood Plain Mapping question by Kopperud led to the fact that the new maps are still just proposed and the lending institution for each parcel has the call as to the necessity of Flood Insurance for the property owner. If the home is in the flood plain, then all require the coverage if just a part of the undeveloped parcel is in, then it is up to the lender.
