· The 2019 budget was reviewed.  Treasurer Graham shared her concerns regarding fund balances and budgeting.  Part of Grahams concern is the amount that has been spent on machine maintenance in 2018.  Rasmussen stated the equipment has to be maintained or there will be a greater cost to replace it. Rasmussen and Ebner both feel Scheck is doing his job and getting things done, if he were not there would be complaints from residents.  Rasmussen stated that Scheck, Graham and Miner have been doing a great job and Ebner added you have to take care of good employees.  Ebner stated CRV is different from other cities because of the rural and residential areas.  Scheck is expected to maintain water, sewer and roads and oversee projects which takes time away from getting his daily work completed. Smith suggested any personnel review discussion be tabled and be revisited in a closed meeting to discuss Labor negotiations under Minn. Stat. 13D.03 Subd. 1 which will take place at the conclusion of the December 4, 2018 7:00 pm regular council and 7:30 pm Truth and Taxation Meeting

· Pettit had an inquiry for a shed to be placed on the Hubbard, R05.0381.000, property in the Oak View Loop Subdivision.  There is an issue with the placement of this shed.  This will be discussed at the November 15, 2018 Planning and Zoning meeting.
· Pettit had an inquiry from Johnson, R05.0107.020, regarding splitting and building of another home on his parcel.  This will be discussed at the November 15, 2018 Planning and Zoning meeting.




 2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Benson Lane: November 9, 2018 email received from Olinger of Bolton & Menk, states the work on Benson Lane has started.  Thursday, November 8, 2018 concrete was placed over the newly installed culverts.  Thermal blankets and a ground heater will be used to protect the concrete from the freezing conditions over the weekend.  On November 9th Olinger visited the site and found the thermal blankets and heating coils did not cover a portion of the side-slope concrete leaving it susceptible to frost damage and the temps overnight were around 20 degrees F.  Olinger has been in contact with Oian from              Generation X regarding this issue.  Olinger stated CRV is not liable for payment on defective work.  Pictures of the project were attached to this email.  Rasmussen questioned if the concrete had to be replaced would the whole side slope be replaced or would it be cut and only the parts that were uncovered be replaced.  Rasmussen did not feel having any splices in the side slope concrete would be good.
November 13, 2018 email received from Olinger of Bolton & Menk, states Benson Lane was not opened Monday November 12th as planned because the concrete strengths were a little bit low.  Tuesday November 13th the concrete strengths were adequate and Benson Lane was opened to traffic.  Oian expects to be done with grading work and all slopes stabilized with erosion control blanket by Wednesday, November 14th.  This will finalize the work for the year.  Oian was directed to provide proof that the concrete left exposed to freezing conditions is curing normally.  Until this is information is received the side-slope concrete should be considered defective and Olinger will not recommend payment for it. If Oian provides reasonable proof the side-slope concrete is OK, finalizing the project can move forward and any issues that arise over the next 2 years would be covered under the warranty written into the contract.  Olinger plans to attend the December 4th Council Meeting to further discuss the project and will have a pay request for work completed at this time.
November 13, 2018 Olinger called the CRV office to inform CRV that to this point he is estimating Bolton and Menk current charges are between $11,000.00 and $11,500.00 for the Benson Lane project.  Originally he had estimated these charges would be $5,000.00 to $10,000.00.  He contributed some of the extra cost to the preconstruction meeting and the extra time he had to spend dealing with the frozen concrete.  He also stated this cost could go up if there is a problem with the concrete and Generation X disputing it. Council questioned if CRV or Generation X would be responsible for engineer costs incurred due warranty related issues.  Attorney Manion will review the contract.
Mayor Johnson commented on the concrete removed from Benson Ln and brought to CRV.  His understanding was Generation X would dispose of the concrete by taking it to the City of Rushford to have crushed at Generation X cost of $3.00 per yard.  Olinger will talk with Generation X about the removal of the concrete from CRV. CRV will not pay anything additional to have the concrete removed.
· McCarthy Well Company 2018 Well #2 Inspection Report:  Council reviewed the report.  Everything looks good.  
· Minnesota Pump Works Lift Station Inspection Report:  Council reviewed the report.  Everything looked good.  This is the first lift station report CRV has received and now CRV has something to compare yearly.  The report also recommended changing a couple of rings and a replacing a handle.
· Winter Rock:  Scheck has been in contact with Bruening Rock.  They are still waiting for a crusher.












3)  OTHER:
· CEDA 2019 Contract:  Council reviewed the contract.  Mayor Johnson feels it would be a good idea to continue with this contract.  Council would like to have a monthly report from the CRV CEDA representative.  Miner will contact Ron Ziegler to request this be added to the 2019 contract.  CRV received an email from Ron Ziegler stating that Bryce Lange, CRV CEDA Rep., has submitted his resignation effect December 28.2018.  Ron will be appointing another CEDA Rep to CRV. Contract will be reviewed again at the December 4, 2018 meeting.
· Hall Folding Chairs:  A suggestion from a past hall rental was to have hall chairs available that do not have arms and have a higher weight capacity.  Motion made to purchase 10 pack of Hercules chairs with a weight capacity of 800 lbs at a cost of $124.00

· Nonresident Trash Pickup:  Resident at 28121 Oian Road contacted the CRV office asking if they, as suggested by Harter’s, could be placed on the CRV garbage route as the truck goes right by their location.  Motion made to allow this address to be added to the CRV garbage route.  CRV will supply the cart and recyclable tote.  The cost will be determined by the size of the cart (monthly charge 35 gallon $15.09/$50.27 Quarter, 65 gallon $15.74/$52.22 Quarter, 95 gallon $16.39/$54.17 Quarter) requested plus a $5.00 additional maintenance charge.  This will be billed quarterly.  Motion made to add 28121 Oian Road to the CRV garbage route at the cost of the cart requested plus $5.00 additional maintenance cost to be billed quarterly.
