Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries:
· Terry Hubbard was present to submit a permit to build a 30x30 shed at 44587 Oak View Loop.  The area he would like to place the shed is not in accordance with The City of Rushford Village Zoning and Land Use Ordinance #5, Subdivision 1509 Dwelling / General Building Standards, #1509.06 No Accessory Building or Structure in Front Yard states “No accessory building or structure shall be located in any front yard (any area in front of the dwelling) in any Residential District or Subdivision. This shall not apply to an Ag dwelling that is not part of a Subdivision or Residential District.”
Oak View Loop is the address which determines the front of the lot.  The placement of the home on the lot and the driveway reduces the available area to place an unattached structure.  Hubbard stated the area he has picked is the only area he feels will work because of his septic system and potential water runoff issues.  Pettit accepted zoning permit #1296 with the understanding it may be denied as it is not in accordance with the above stated CRV Ordinance.  If denied, Hubbard can request a variance which the Planning and Zoning Board would present to the CRV Council.  A public hearing would take place, at a cost of $450.00 for Hubbard, after which the CRV Council would determine if the variance would be approved or denied.
· Adam Johnson inquired about selling part of his 10 acre parcel for another home to be built.  Planning and Zoning Board reviewed 2 ordinances.  Ordinance #5, SUBSECTION 602. PERMITTED PRINCIPAL USES.  602.01. P-A PROTECTED AGRICULTURE.

602.01.01. “Single-Family detached dwellings, including principal farm dwellings, at a density of not greater than one (1) dwelling unit per quarter-quarter section of land, except that a second farm dwelling under the same farm ownership is permitted in addition to a principal single family farm dwelling on a farm site, provided that the resident of the second dwelling either owns, operates, or is employed on the farm.”  This does not apply as none of the parcel is being farmed at this time.
Ordinance #11 SUBSECTION 101. QUARTER / QUARTER RULE. “A subdivision may be located in the same quarter-quarter as a pre-existing single family dwelling, however, another single family dwelling shall not be located in the same quarter-quarter as a pre-existing subdivision. A new subdivision may be established contiguous to an existing subdivision when all other requirements of this Ordinance are met”.  The Planning and Zoning Board does not feel this split can be done unless Johnson were to make a subdivision.  Sharing of a driveway could be an issue.
