· [bookmark: _GoBack]KLM Water Tank Inspection: Scheck reported on the 2018 water tank inspection performed by KLM Engineering.  A remote camera (ROV) was used to go into the tank without the need to drain it.  Council viewed the inspection video, which showed very clean water and little sediment at the bottom of the tank that was surprising as the tank had not been cleaned for 5 years. A couple of minor repairs will need to be completed within the next couple of years.


· KLM Water Tank Proposed 10-Year Contract:  Scheck presented the Council with the proposed 10-year tank-cleaning contract from KLM Engineering.  The contract would lock the cost of two cleaning, one every 5 years at $3,000.00 per cleaning.  The cleaning would take place by December 31 of 2023 and 2028.  This equals out to $600.00 per year for 10 years.  Council felt locking in this price would be beneficial.

· Computer Backup Contract:  CCS Technologies will no longer be servicing Minnesota.  Eric Ruzek, was employed by CCS Technologies, had installed the protection plan and equipment as well as monitored the CRV computers.  Ruzek has started his own business, Inspire Tech, which provides consulting services along with monitoring and protection services similar to what CCS Technologies provided.  The contract provides cloud backup-up to 100gb per PC offsite data and proactive monitoring of 2 workstations Anti-Virus protection at a cost of $30.00 per month.  The price includes up to 12 hours of support per year with additional computer issues whether they are related to the monthly services or not.  Beyond 12 hours in a year, the rate is $85.00/hour with a minimum of half an hour.  Computer parts and other equipment are also an extra charge.
