· Terry Hubbard-Oak View Loop, voiced his concerns about his proposed property taxes going up and the zoning permit he applied for which was denied because it did not meet the CRV Ordinance #5, Subdivision 1509 Dwelling / General Building Standards, #1509.06 No Accessory Building or Structure in Front Yard. 2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Benson Lane: Derek Olinger from Bolton & Menk was present to submit GenerationX final pay estimate in the amount of $48,408.00 for the Benson Lane Project.
· Oian from GenerationX addressed the Council regarding a $950.00 bill from Braun Intertec.  Braun Intertec was hired by Oian to do a visual inspection of the side slope concrete. Oian maintains he proved the concrete was ok when he showed Olinger infrared temperatures of the concrete approximately 24 hours after the concrete was poured. Olinger stated he did not believe those readings and asked for additional proof.  Olinger reiterated if proper precautions would have been taken by Oian there would not have been an issue and this testing would not have had to be done.  Rasmussen reminded the Council CRV hired Bolton & Menk to oversee the project give their opinion on how things were done.  Attorney Manion suggested to follow the contract and Olingers recommendation and deny the request as Generation X got the benefit of the testing and CRV had reason to question it because it fell outside parameters. GenerationX had to prove the concrete was ok, which they did.   Request from Oian for CRV to pay $950.00 to Braun Intertec was denied.  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Olinger also had a concern about the concrete that was removed from Benson Lane and hauled to CRV.  Olinger said it was included in the price of the contract GenerationX would remove and dispose of the concrete.  Olinger suggested holding back a portion of the final payment until all the concrete is removed from CRV.  Oian maintains he had permission to bring the concrete to CRV.  Mayor Johnson maintains he told Oian it was OK to bring it to CRV until he had a place to dispose of it but did not intend for it to remain at CRV.  Disposal options did not work out for Oian.  Oian stated that at no cost to CRV he will break up the large chunks and haul to locations within CRV where it can be used and the rest Oian will dispose of.  Council agrees with this plan and does not agree to withhold any of the final payment until the concrete is removed.
