Due to liability reasons and CRV should not compete with those that offer this service, CRV will not plow, grade, deliver sand or rock to residents or businesses unless there is a risk to avoid injury to person or property or these services are required for emergency equipment or personal.  CRV residents and businesses may come to the CRV sand or gravel sheds and 1 to 2-5 gallon pails of product.




· The bolt holes on the carbide ice blades for the John Deere Grader do not match up with the old Champion Grader bolt holes.  The decision was made by Johnson and Overland, for public safety because an ice storm was predicted, to purchase new carbide ice blades made to fit the John Deere Grader.  Arendahl Township is trying the old ice blades and may purchase them for $1,500.00.
