1)     PLANNING / ZONING–Pettit: New Permits /inquiries/updates;	
·  No new permit applications or inquiries
· Pettit will meet with Hedin of Featherstone Farm March 21, 2018 to renew Interim Use Permit

2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Derek Olinger and Brian Malm of Bolton and Menk presented a preliminary engineer’s estimate for 4 options to replace the Missouri Crossing on Benson Lane.  Email (1/26/2018) received from Nichole Lehman, MN DNR, states a permit would not be required for this project.  Bolton and Menk will provide Lehman with final project plan so MN DNR is aware of what will be done.  All options presented include:
Lessen the dip in middle of crossing, concrete culverts, 7” concrete pavement and rip rap for bank stabilization downstream.  
· Option 1:  Replace with 30” culvert $92,240.00 (<1 year capacity, <2.57” rain).  Replacing what is in place right now.  Problem that exist now with flooding over the crossing/road will not be fixed by this option.
· Option 2:  Replace with twin 54” culverts $142,800.00 (~2 year capacity, <2.57” rain)  Council concerned debris  could get hung up between culverts  
· Option 3:  Replace with 12x8 RC box culvert $141,700.00 (~5 year capacity, 3.77” rain) 
· Option 4:  Replace with 16x8 RC box culvert $178,500.00 (~10 year capacity, 4.52” rain)
The design standard is an estimate of the traffic that would cross the culvert in a day.  For this crossing it is estimated at 20 crossing per day (2 households, 10 trips per each household).  What MN DOT would call a reasonable crossing before road overtops would be a 5 year event or option 3.  Bolton and Menk will call for utility locates. Olinger shared it may be possible to use aluminum culverts which could reduce the cost.  Possible project timeframe would be bidding process in June with construction taking place August/September 2018.
Council motioned to have Bolton and Menk continue researching options 3 and 4.  Each option will include prices for a concrete and an aluminum culvert.		  Motion by Overland 2nd by Ebner. Carried.  
· Malm stated he will provide CRV with an updated street maintenance schedule.
· Scheck has not contacted Hart Township regarding the retriever
· Nordic Court Resident called CRV office regarding the amount of sand remaining from winter and the pile of dirty snow that remains in the center of the cul-de-sac.  The green space was removed from the center of the cul-du-sac during the 2016 road project.  Resident felt this green space held or filtered the sand and now that it’s gone this does not happen and is causing problems.  Council will look into what can be done.  Possible solutions:  sweep up sand, haul the remaining pile of snow away.

· Spring Clean Up prices and dumpster size reviewed.  There will not be a 2018 Fall Clean Up.  Motion made to have 1-40 yard dumpster available and keep the prices the same as 2017 with the exception of mattress and box spring prices, Harter’s increased their price to $20.00 per piece and that will be reflected on CRV spring clean up price. · Motion made for Miner to attend Clerk School in St Cloud-April 30 thru May 4-Cost $445.00 for school, $562.85 room for 5 nights.  This is the first year for Miner of the 3 year program.

· LMCIT Public Works, Parks & Rec General Liability visit survey results from Cody Tuttle, LMC Loss Control Representative were reviewed.  CRV already has in place or is in the process of drafting most of the policies/plans reviewed during the visit.  Tuttle recommended implementing a pothole repair policy and sanitary sewer maintenance policy.  These policies will be sent to Attorney Manion for review and recommendations.
