Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries:

· Petersen reported Scheck and himself at the request of Pettit had observed the drainage situation at the Rasmussen house on Goodrich. Rasmussen was contacted to discuss options.
· It was determined by Scheck and Petersen, the driveway for the new home being constructed by Benedict and Feine on County Line Road will require a culvert

· 6-5-2018 CRV Council Approved Tyler Eide Subdivision.  Motion by Ebner, 2nd by Smith Pettit 
· Oakwood Sherwood Cemetery:  Final plat was dropped off at the CRV Office on June 8, 2018 by Carl Ukkestad for the Planning and Zoning Board to review.  The boundaries of the plat remain the same but the lot sizes have been changed from family lots to individual lots.  Everything has been surveyed by Kleinschmidt Surveying at 50 West Second Street, Winona, MN 55987 - Phone:  507-454-3212.  Attorney Manion was contacted by Pettit regarding Oakwood Sherwood becoming an active cemetery.  Manion stated there would not be a problem with this becoming an active cemetery and the lot sizes being changed from family to individual as long as there was not a road that runs through it that lots would be located on.  Mayor Johnson said this has been discussed multiple times before and to his knowledge there was never a finalized plat that showed a road that continued from Hayes St to or through the cemetery location.  The only access to the Oakwood Sherwood Cemetery is from State Highway 16.
Motion made to recommend the CRV Council approve the final plat of the Oakwood Sherwood Cemetery, stipulating the only access point is from State Highway 16

· Kopperud questioned if it is OK for those with large backyards along Highway 43 South to put a road over the CRV easement if the property owner builds a structure and needs access to it.  It was determined to be OK to have a driveway across an easement but not OK to build a permanent structure on an easement.

· Mayor Johnson shared Bryce Lange, CRV CEDA Rep., would like to host a land forum for CRV landowners who own land with good areas for development, no meeting date has been set.  Johnson asked the Board to think of possible areas and landowners to be invited to a land forum meeting.
