2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Benson Lane:  Olinger, from Bolton and Menk, was not present at the meeting but sent an email stating he will have updated plans and cost estimates at the July 3rd Council meeting.  Olinger and Johnson had a phone conversation after the June 19th Council meeting at which time Olinger indicated the cost of the project could be less because he received final word from Nicole Lehman, MN DNR, permits will not be required and the amount of riprap needed may be decreased.  Olinger also mentioned the engineers did not think a concrete deck could be placed on top of the box culvert and it would be gravel. The Council was not in favor of this as they felt gravel would wash away if it over tops.  Another option discussed was the possibility of building holding ponds upstream from the crossing that would catch and slowly discharge water which should help with the flooding at the crossing.  Miner will email Nicole Lehman, MN DNR, and contact Mike Eidenschink in regards to placing holding ponds on State and Eidenschink properties
· Scheck suggested “dip ahead” signs be installed along Airport Road for the concrete dip in the road.  The Council agreed
· A stop sign will be installed at the intersection of City Park Road and Cooperative Way
· Jake Brake Ordinance:  After a complaint from a resident regarding truck drivers using their jake brakes coming down the State Highway 43 North Hill it was decided to have an ordinance prohibiting the use of jake brakes in the City of Rushford Village.  CRV would contact MN DOT and request signs be placed along both State Highway 43 North and South entering the City of Rushford Village.  Attorney Manion wrote a sample ordinance to review. Manion mentioned a fee schedule could be adopted later so there would be an administrative ticket so CRV would not have to take the offenders to court every time.  Enforcement of this ordinance would be by County or State Officers.  This would be effective after is has been published once in the newspaper.

· Scheck asked to purchase armrests brackets for the road grader.  The armrest brackets would elevate his arms making it more comfortable for him to sit in the grader and also allow more leg room.  The cost would be $200.00-$250.00.

3)  OTHER:
· No one from CRV will be attending the July 31st SEMLM meeting in Kellogg
· Mowing Ordinance was reviewed.  The current ordinance requires a letter be sent to the resident once the grass reaches 8 inches in length and then there is a 10 day period the resident has to comply before CRV can mow.  It is the consensus of the CRV Council this is not acceptable as the grass gets more than knee high, becomes an eyesore for the neighbors and takes a lot of time to mow.  Manion suggested the ordinance be amended to eliminate the need to send a letter or have a waiting period.  The amended mowing ordinance would state that once the grass reaches 8 inches in length CRV can mow and the resident will be billed for man and machine at $100.00 per hour minimum.  This would include residential and commercial property.  This would take effect after it has been published in the newspaper.  Manion will present the amended mowing ordinance at the July 3rd Council Meeting.
