2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Benson Lane:  Mayor Johnson expressed concern regarding the $150,000.00-$200,000.00 cost of replacing the Missouri Crossing with box culverts.  His suggestion is to research redirecting the water downstream of the culvert and shoot it away from the bank and replace the crossing with another Missouri Crossing.  Overland questioned the cost of a little fix which could possibly be $50,000.00 -$75,000.00.  Ebner questioned the liability of changing from engineering specks to designing something on our own.  Attorney Manion stated as long as it’s done at a planning level, as a discretionary decision based on planning and policy and put it down as the findings on paper, CRV should have governmental immunity.  Scheck will contact R & R Construction to get a cost analysis for the concrete work.  
· Paved Streets Maintenance:  Price quotes from Asphalt Armor Sealcoating & Paving LLC to clean out and fill cracks on CRV streets were reviewed.  The total proposal to do Main from State Hwy 43 to Prospect, Sherwood, Prospect, Darr, Whitmore, Goodrich, Hillview, Nordic Court and CRV Hall parking lot is $11,751.80.  Council felt the prices were good but decided to table until July
· Aspen Rd:  Resident concerns have been brought to Scheck regarding the safety of children that have recently moved into the area and ride their bikes on Aspen Rd. Scheck will purchase and maintenance will install the signs.  
Motion made to place 2 Children at Play signs on Aspen in the area of children’s home.
