Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries:
· Inquiries: Darr regarding Severson Oil property water and sewer connections, Colbenson regarding land by Cedar Road and Ciangiola will be demolishing a barn
· Vern Bunke gave an update on the progress and potential plans for his property in South Rushford.  The judge has ruled in favor of Bunke on the quiet title action.  Bunke owns approximately 60 acres of which 25%-35% is bluff slope. He has met with a civil engineer for a preliminary discussion to determine if it would be feasible for a housing development but there no formal plans at this time. If developed, Bunke would like to have this as part of the South Rushford water and sewer district.  Access to the property was permitted by the MN DOT for an agricultural access to cut down and remove trees but does not meet CRV residential housing development road access requirements.  The road and housing development plans must comply with all CRV ordinances.
Bunke is going through the Cemetery now to get stacked logs.  Once the Cemetery becomes active Bunke will need improve the logging path/road to go around the Cemetery. Bunke will need to add a base material to approximately 300 feet of the logging path/road, past where it has already been improved, to harden the path/road surface to allow logging trucks access.  Bunke will meet with Pettit regarding this. 
Other Issues/Concerns: 
· Bruce Hovland is moving to the City of Rushford in August.  This was his final City of Rushford Village Planning and Zoning Board meeting.
