CITIZENS /OTHERS PRESENT /WISHING TO BE HEARD: John DeGeorge, Tony Webber, Dorothy Pettit, George Graham, Derek Olinger, Steve Redahlen, Kirsten Zoelner
· John DeGeorge, candidate for the Fillmore County Sheriff position introduced himself and gave a brief summary of his family and work experiences. John has worked in the Fillmore County Sheriff Department for past 21 years of that the last 10 years as Captain and Lead Investigator.  Fillmore County is a rural area, population is 21,000 spread out over 864 square miles, biggest city is 2,500 and most cities have the same concerns. DeGeorge stated he is running for Sheriff because he feels the Office needs to go in a different direction.  DeGeorge feels a good Sheriff has to be invested in the Community and have open dialog with the Cities as to what they want or need.  DeGeorge provided his website www.DeGeorge4Sheriff.com.

· Pettit reported no new permits issued.
· Pettit had a call from a resident on Sherwood regarding the sewer.  Pettit referred them to Graham for any hook up charges.  Graham requested a drawing of the sewer line once it is determined where it is.
		
2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Benson Lane:  Derek Olinger, from Bolton and Menk, reported he had a conversation with Mike Bubany, from David Drown Associates, regarding different financing options for Benson Lane.  Bubany suggested a Micro Loan through Minnesota Rural Water.  A project loan of $165,000.00 plus an issuance cost of $5,000.00 would make a yearly payment of approximately $21,000.00 and would increase property taxes 5%-7% for this project alone. The interest rate would be a little higher, which would be offset a little by the lower issuance rate. A public hearing would need to take place if there was to be a loan acquired in 2018.  Another option discussed was the quote from Generation X for $42,500.00.  This quote includes two, 48 inch steel culverts by 40 feet long, excavation and removal of the broken concrete, installation of new culverts, concrete, bank shaping and rip rap.  Olinger shared concerns of cost overruns regarding a temporary road during construction, fill that may need to be added below the existing culvert.  Olinger did state if Generation X could get this project done at the price quoted CRV would be getting a really good deal.  This main difference between the Bolton & Menk vs. Generation X plans is the cost and capacity of water that could be handled.  It was decided to have Olinger, Scheck, a Council member and Ryan Oian from Generation X have a sit down meeting to go over the Generation X plan.  Plans under $100,000.00 does not require an engineer, projects under $175,000.00 do not require the project be bid.

· Street Maintenance/Crack Filling:  Olinger reviewed the Proposals from Asphalt Armor Sealcoating & Paving LLC Estimate #3724 for $10,081.26 to crack fill areas on Main St, Sherwood St, Prospect St, Darr Lane, Whitmore St, Hillview, Nordic Court, Goodrich St (non-chip sealed section) as well as  Estimate #3725 for $1,670.54 to crack fill, apply 2 coats of Star Seal Triton asphalt sealer and restripe the lot at the CRV Hall.  Olinger felt the plan and methods were good and consistent with what he would recommend, the price may be a little high but not a red flag and he is not familiar with the asphalt sealer to be used on the CRV Hall lot.  There was discussion regarding a concrete curb being placed along Main Street from the corner by Dennis Overland and down the hill to redirect water from a residents driveway. A contractor had been asked to look at this, Miner will follow up with the contractor.  Olinger will update the CRV street maintenance map to reflect this work.
