2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Benson Lane: 
· Mayor Johnson reported he and Scheck meet with Doug from  FC Soil and Water.  It is estimated there are 16-18 holding ponds above the Benson Lane Crossing but the condition of the ponds is unknown.  Doug will research pond conditions and possibly reach out to landowners.
· Derek Olinger from Bolton and Menk, reported that he had meet with Scheck, Mayor Johnson and Ryan Oian from Generation X to discuss estimate #2964 submitted by Generation X. There were a couple of items that needed to be reviewed but overall Olinger feels the Generation X plan is good and at a very good price.  Olinger suggested installing aluminized steel culverts instead of galvanized steel culverts to increase the life of the culverts.   Olinger suggested it be included in the contract the aggregate used for backfilling will be provided by CRV and installed by Generation X and to make sure the correct quantities of all materials needed are included in the Generation X estimate .  Olinger feels the resident access plan during construction is adequate. 
· Council does not feel a performance bond is necessary but Generation X will need to provide proof of insurance coverage.
· At this time it is not known if the project will be financed.  Olinger will contact Bubany

· Scheck has reached out for other quotes but has not received any response but will continue to reach out
· Graham questioned to cost of Engineering for the project.  It is at approximately $20,000.00 already with the possibility of it being more if Bolton and Menk oversee the installation of the culverts.
It was agreed by the Council, Bolton and Menk should continue to oversee the project to make sure culvert placement is correct and test concrete but the Council does not feel they need to be present during the duration of the project.
· By August 10, 2018, Olinger will update the current plan to incorporate the Generation X plan, draw up a contract and send it to Generation X and any other interested contractor to review and submit a final estimate.  Final plan, contract and estimates should be ready to be presented to the CRV Council at the August 21, 2018 meeting.
· Motion made to follow Olinger, Bolton and Menk, recommendations and allow Olinger to update the Benson Lane Missouri Crossing plan and draw up a contract

· Main Street Water Diversion (Lip): Scheck has reached out to contractors regarding the placement of a lip/curb on Main St but has not received any responses.  Scheck will reach out again to the contractors.
· Side Dump Truck Rental:  Scheck reported CRV can rent a side dump truck to haul large material for $100.00 per hour.  Scheck estimates it will take 6 hours.  Council agreed this was a good idea and would save on the CRV equipment.
· MN DOT Highway 30 Project:  Olinger spoke with Richard Augustine from MN DOT and at this time there is no plan to add aprons to CRV intersections unless they are there already and being replaced.  The project was moved up from 2022 to 2019.

3)  OTHER:
· Spring Clean Up Recap:	 2018 Spring Clean Up went well. One 40 yard dumpster was used which was sufficient, Dave Hundorf removed the scrap metal and the electronics were separated.  Final spring clean up cost for 2018 was $635.08 which is better than $1,340.48 from 2017.  Electronics have not been brought to Preston for the last couple of years and there will be a cost for that.  There will not be a 2018 Fall Clean Up

· Turnout gear is 10 years old and was replaced as required by the state.
· New Turnout gear washer/extractor was purchased to clear gear after use
· New leather boots were purchased
· All Fire Hall lights, inside and outside, were replaced with LED lights
· 1983 Chevy and 1984 Chevy (received from DNR) Diesel trucks are starting to need a lot or repairs and are in need of replacement.  These trucks are used a lot for all accident scenes, bike trail calls, hydrants.
State bid for brand new truck only $49,00.00 diesel/$41,000.00 gas.
Dave Lombard found a 2004 Ford F450 power stroke diesel with 91,000 miles for $14,950.00.  The truck is white and would need to be painted red, new lights installed and everything transferred from the 1984 Chevy would need to be added at an approximate cost of $8,000.00. The 2004 can haul 5 people instead of 2.  The 1984 Chevy will probably need to returned to the DNR.  The 1983 will need replacement soon and the department will continue to look for its replacement.
