· Eldon Sorem contacted Pettit is regards to the way his property and that of Rasmussen come together.  There is a difference in elevation that causes mowing issues for Sorem.  Pettit suggested the property owners get together and work out a solution.
· Pettit was contacted by Marilyn Bayerl from Bayerl Water Resources regarding the City of Rushford Wellhead Protection Study.  She was inquiring about the number and location of wells located along North Money Creek and in a couple of areas along Highway 43 and what the CRV plans are for future development in those areas and if it will be zoned rural residential.  The state would have the records of any wells and she can get the information from them.  The CRV plan is to develop the land and it will be zoned rural residential.  Pettit will follow up with her.
