1)     PLANNING / ZONING–Pettit: New Permits /inquiries/updates;	
· Pettit reported no new permits issued but there are some in progress.
· Tyler Peterson will be installing an outdoor burner.  Peterson is following the CRV ordinance.

2)     ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Benson Lane: Email from Derek Olinger, Bolton & Menk, was reviewed. Tentative start date is the end of September beginning of October depending on the weather
· Main Street Water Diversion (Lip): Proposal # 3806 from Asphalt Armor Sealcoating & Paving LLC. was reviewed.  Proposal is to cut and remove asphalt from Main Street then pave in a hand curb with an outside edge of 2” or 3 “ for 165 feet to redirect water that runs down Main Street at a cost of $2,241.00
	Motion made to accept Asphalt Armor Sealcoating & Paving LLC proposal #3806 in the amount of 	$2,241.00. If the project is not able to be completed in 2018 the proposal will be reviewed in 2019
																		Motion by Overland 2nd by Ebner. Carried.  
· Fillmore County Bridge Reports:  Bridge #3827 on Village Drive needs to have deck resurfacing done.  The estimated cost would be $25,000.00 or less and will be budgeted for in 2019.  The other bridge reports will be reviewed closer by Scheck to see if there are any other items that will need to be budgeted for in 2019.





· Water Tower Inspection/Cleaning:  Engineering America had been contracted to inspect and clean the reservoir but is no longer in business.  Scheck reached out to other contractors and received a proposal from KLM Engineering, Inc.  Two options were available both at of cost of $2,700.00:  Option 1: Remote Operated Vehicle (ROV) Inspection which places a camera in the reservoir to take pictures and is able to measure sediment at the bottom of the reservoir without draining it.  Option 2:  Dry Tank Cleanout which would require the reservoir be emptied.  
Motion made to hire KLM to perform a ROV inspection of the reservoir, Option 1, at a cost of $2,700.00  	
																	     Motion by Ebner, 2nd by Smith. Carried.
· Lift Station Dialer:  AcenTek is replacing the copper wiring with fiber which is not compatible with the sewer lift station dialer.  Tom Kopperud suggested a few options.  
Option 1: AcenTek install a head-in system so there would be a dial tone which would keep everything as it is now. 
Option 2: Norman’s Electric would remove the current dialer and install a cellular base dialer at a cost of $3,000.00-$4,000.00, which would also require a data base package from Verizon, about $10.00 per month.  
Option 3:  Norman’s Electric install SCADA, a data collection system.  This would benefit CRV in monitoring the water use and sewer lift station operations. This system would be expandable to handle future needs.
The quote he presented was from 2012 and was over $13,000.00 for the infrastructure and a basic package.  
The Council asked Kopperud to research, design a system with the latest technology and present them with a quote.
Kopperud explained this will take time and suggested AcenTek install a head-in system to make the lift station compatible by the end of September 2018.  Miner will contact AcenTek. 
Installation of the SCADA system would reviewed in 2019 and possibly be budgeted for in 2020.

3)  OTHER:
· Featherstone Fruits & Vegetables Bare Land Lease:  Council approved the renewal of the current bare land lease with Featherstone Fruits & Vegetables.  Miner will inform Featherstone. Featherstone will have until September 15, 2018 to terminate the lease in writing otherwise it will automatically renew.
Motion made to renew the bare land lease with Featherstone Fruits and Vegetables with no changes made to the lease.  The annual cash rent is $1,050.00 which amounts to $350.00 per acre for 3 acres more or less.
