· Scheck will also be researching the best option and prices for pump replacement
· Any replacement costs will be paid for by South Rushford Sewer District Residents
· Village Rd Bridge:  Olinger was brought up to speed on discussion from the October 1, 2019 Council Meeting 	      regarding the possibility of closing the bridge of Village Road instead of repairing it.
· Johnson questioned if the Village Road could be vacated after Tyler Eides driveway so his access would remain the same as it is now except the bridge could be turned over to Tyler Eide and would become his responsibility to maintain.
· Knutson stated it makes sense to vacate the bridge but feels the land should not be given away
· Nothing was decided
· Olinger will research and provide options for the bridge and road surface at a future meeting
· South Rushford Drainage Project Update:  Olinger reported the wetland report has been completed 	   	      and will be submitted.  The report shows the work CRV needs to do will not affect the wetland areas.  There will be additional surveying being done the month of November.  Overland reported during a recent heavy rain event Goodrich St by the Harrison and Smith residents did not have drainage/pooling issues but there was water running down Plummer St to Main St and going under Goodrich St and pooling at Goodrich St and Main St.
