· Pettit reported he canceled the October 14, 2019 Additional Planning and Zoning Meeting.  Monday, September 23rd Pettit received a phone call from Kent Whitcomb at MiEnergy informing him a representative from OneEnergy Development LLC would not be able to attend the additional Planning and Zoning meeting scheduled for Monday, October 14, 2019 at 6:00 pm.  Pettit canceled the meeting as the purpose of the meeting was to talk with an OneEnergy Development LLC representative.  This meeting may be rescheduled for sometime in November
· Johnson had contacted Attorney Manion regarding the OneEnergy Development LLC solar array permit.  Manion stated landowners need to apply for the permit, not the contractor building the array.  The contractor should be listed on the permit but the landowner should be listed first on the permit.  If part of the array is going to be located on CRV property then CRV would also need to apply for a permit
· Pettit shared he had been forwarded an email from the resident at 30324 Village Rd regarding floodplain insurance issues.  Pettit stated the resident will need hire a surveyor to provide them with the elevation of the lowest point of their basement which the resident can then provide to FEMA.

	2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· July 18-19 Flood Event:  
· GenerationX has completed most of the work on the Benson Lane Missouri Crossing.  Olinger will provide a pay estimate for GenerationX once the work is completed.  Olinger will provide a breakdown on what are flood related repairs and what are improvement related costs.  
· Scheck reported he has started the ditch work on Ridgeview Rd
· Lift Station:  Scheck reported he is still having issues with items being flushed that should not be. A reminder was included in the October newsletter and billing statement telling South Rushford sewer district residents this could result in costly repairs to them if this continues
· Sherwood St, Mrs Holle: Miner shared she has received a call from Sherwood St resident Mrs. Holle regarding the need for the culvert in front of her house to be cleaned out.  Scheck will direct water through the culvert when he is flushing hydrants the week of October 21-25
· Aspen Rd Parking:  Johnson shared he had been contacted in regards to parking on Aspen Rd.  Johnson was informed there are 2 vehicles being parked on the road which are blocking part of the road.  Knutson and Pettit stated the resident at 30260 Village Rd had rock put down on the driveway to get a base built up and continue to work on it.  At this time nothing will be done but the situation will be monitored and if need be a letter will be sent to the resident informing them they cannot continue to park on the street
· Village Rd Bridge:  Johnson asked if it could be an option to close the Village Rd bridge.  It is known major, costly repairs or total replacement is needed.  Attorney Manion stated he thought it would be possible because residents would still have access to their property via a road maintained by Yucatan Township in Houston County and it should not impact any future development.  More research would need to be done.  Nothing was decided
