· Olinger-Bolton & Menk:  Village Rd Bridge per Fillmore County Bridge Report needs attention:  Bolton and Menk suggest Bridge replacement to take place within the next 5 years.  Estimated costs:
· Option 1A: Triple 10x7 box culvert $366,650.00
· Option 1B:  Double 16x7 box culvert $407,350.00
· Option 2:  Remove Bridge $74,250.00-This is a high end amount, could possibly get it done by local contractors for less
· Olinger-Bolton & Menk:  Village Rd Reclaim and Repave Plans:  Conditions have deteriorated to a point that will warrant full depth replacement.  Delaying the pavement replacement will not significantly change the project cost other than regular inflation but will require more maintenance staff time to maintain.  Plans would need to require coordination with Yucatan Township including road closure during the projects.  Estimated costs:

· Village Rd (Aspen Rd-Township Line)  $112,470.00
· Village Rd ( Township Line – TH 16)  $176,880.00
· Estimated total project cost;  $426,260.00
· Olinger-Bolton & Menk:  Village Rd Reclaim and Restore to Gravel Plans:  This includes leaving Hwy 16 to Aspen Rd as pavement because of higher traffic volume and subdivision regulations
· Aspen Rd (TH 16-Village Rd) $136,910.00
· Village Rd (Aspen Rd-Township Line)  $62,720.00
· Village Rd ( Township Line – TH 16)  $95,430.00
· Estimated total project cost;  $295,060.00
· Olinger-Bolton & Menk:  County Line Road Bridge per Fillmore County Bridge Report needs attention:  Bolton and Menk suggest replacement to take place within the next 10 years.   Estimated Costs:
· Single 14x8 box culvert:  $197,250.00
Nothing will be done with Village Road or County Line Road projects at this time.  Johnson suggested if there are other roads being repaved in the area it may be possible to have Highway 16 to Aspen Rd done at that time to avoid higher mobilization costs

· Charles reviewed her monthly report	
· Charles is working on a letter and survey she will send to selected landowners regarding plans for their land.  The purpose is to determine what land may be available for development in the future.  Charles asked the Council for permission to continue working on the letter and survey which she would present to the Council for approval before she sent it to landowners that own land that is out of the floodplain, not protected bluffs and on a hard surface road.  CRV would be responsible for postage.

· Charles suggested CRV could take advantage of MIF (Minnesota Investment Fund) for industrial or large scale commercial interested in moving into the area, CRV could look into getting a grant that could fund approximately 50% of the project and the money when paid back from a TIF from the manufacturer would come back to CRV  creating revolving loan fund in the amount that CRV borrowed.  Charles believes $50,000.00 is the max.  This funding is available every year.
