		Permit Inquires/In Progress:
· Pettit did have a concern regarding the setbacks requirements for the David Brand shed.  After viewing the area there is room to the East of the Brand home which is on the Eide side. It was also determined Eide did not meet setback requirements when he built the playhouse
· Pettit reported Adam Johnson is in the process of obtaining a sewer permit from Fillmore County for a new home on Indian Chapel Rd

	2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Lift Station:  Olinger from Bolton & Menk was present to summarize the findings made by Bolton & Menk      Environmental Engineer, Jake Pichelmann, when he looked at the lift station.
· Pickelmann found the pumps to be at the end of their life expectancy and need to be replaced and should be replace with modern larger pumps to minimize clogging issues
· A quote from Pump Works to install 6 HP pumps was $18,129.58, this does not include freight.  CRV would be responsible for upsizing VFD’s which must be capable of operating at 28.4 full load amps.
· MN Pumps Works will be submitting for a new quote for 10 HP pumps
· The Control Panel will need to be replaced and it will be determined when the best time to replace would be
· It will be determined if 3 phase electric will need to be brought to the lift station from Norman’s Electric
· It was recommended not to replace pumps with grinder pumps.  Grinder pumps need to be replaced more often and are more expensive.  If clogging issues continue after new pumps are installed it can be determined at the time if a grinder pump needs to be installed
· Olinger stated grants for small projects are usually not available.  Rebecca Charles, CEDA, was also asked to look for available grants.
· Money to pay for new pumps would come from the sewer fund.  A bond should not be needed but sewer rates may need to be increased
· Scheck reported he had to pull the pumps during the night and he would like to purchase portable lights in case he has to do it again. Council was ok with this
· Scheck reported the hand winch used to pull the pumps should probably be replaced when new pumps are installed
· Ebner stated he wanted to table making any decision until hard numbers and updated quotes are received for 10 HP pumps, more information is available about the control panel and when that should be replaced, replace winch and the cost of bringing 3 phase electric to the control panel from Norman’s Electric. 
· Ebner will get a cost estimate to have 3 phase electric brought to lift station
