#1359 Jim Norstad-Steel Roof on Shed-Hwy 30

Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries:
· The house plans for the Adam Johnson new home were delivered to the CRV Office
· Amy Peterson Subdivision-Village Rd-Amy Peterson submitted a permit application to divide parcel R05.0196.000 into 2 parcels.  A survey was completed and submitted with the permit application.  Parcel A is 4.29 acres and Parcel B is 2.23 acres. Peterson was unable to attend the meeting but Tyler Eide was present to answer any questions. Peterson is keeping Parcel B, which has a septic system and a new shed/dwelling.  Eide plans to purchase Parcel A but does not have any plans for the parcel at this time. Eide stated he would like to possibly make a hump and plant trees between the two properties to define the property line. In the spring Eide may do work to clean out the ditch so the water runs where it is supposed to which is into the floodplain.  The Council will set a public hearing date and time.

· Samantha Stenzel (Gilow)/Glen Scharmach-Ice Fishing House/Storage Shed-30375 Sherwood St-This spring Pettit received a call from a resident about a shed being built and if the person building it had a permit to do so.  Pettit talked with the resident at 30375 Sherwood St and was informed the structure being built was an ice fishing house which CRV does not require a permit for.  Recently Pettit received a call informing him the ice fishing house is now going to be used as a storage shed and will remain on the property.  Pettit explained to the resident a storage shed would have required permit application so one needs to be filled out now.  There is not a charge for the permit but a fine of $250.00 for building the shed without a permit would be enforced.  The resident was fine with this.  Pettit will bring this to the Council 
· Eldon/Craig Jonsgaard Tiny House Update-30376 Main St-Craig Jonsgaard wrote a letter to the Council and Eldon Jonsgaard attended the December 3rd Council meeting.  Eldon explained the tiny house was not finished and no one is or will be living in it while it is located at 30375 Sherwood.  Eldon explained the projects left to complete can not be done during the cold weather months.  Council will allow the tiny house to remain at 30376 Main St. until August 1, 2020, at which time it needs to be removed completed or not.  Pettit will meet with Craig and get a progress update June 1, 2020.  Eldon assured the Council the tiny house will be removed on or before August 1, 2020
· CRV-MiEnergy Solar Array Public Hearings:  Will take place December 17, 2019.  CRV public hearing at 7:15 with the MiEnergy public hearing following the completion of the CRV public hearing.  Pettit questioned why a tracking system would not be possible if the whole array was placed on MiEnergy property.  Johnson replied there would not be enough room because tracking panels require extra space so they do not shade each other.  Shading would affect the efficiency of the array
