· Jen Hengel-RP Valley Chamber:  Hengel presented the Council with the CRV portion of the 2020 advertising request from the RP Valley Chamber in the amount of $610.00.  CRV has supported this effort for the last 5 years.  Hengel reported $200.00 of the 2019 CRV RP Valley Chamber advertising amount was not spent because they were able to extend the life of the rack cards and guidebooks for one more season.  The Council thanked Hengel for taking the time to come to the meeting and breaking down the different areas advertising is done and the advertising costs

Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator had been told by Eldon the tiny house would be removed in October 2019 but when they checked into moving it to a trailer court they found it had to be completed and licensed before it would be allowed into a trailer court. Plumbing and other items need to be completed but it is too cold to work on it now.  The Council requested a progress update June 1, 2020 with an August 1, 2020 deadline to remove the tiny house.  This will allow time to complete the tiny house.

The increase is based on potential flood related projects in South Rushford, CRV will not receive PILT money, purchase of different plow truck in the future, increase if trash collection costs as well as other unknown expenses.  CRV will get more in LGA, $45,569.00 for 2020 compared to $28,551.00 in 2019.

· Adam Johnson will be building a new home at the end of Indian Chapel Rd, Pettit is waiting for the floor plan
· MiEnergy/OneEnergy Solar Array/Land Lease: Information was made available to the Council for review before the December 17, 2019 MiEnergy and CRV public hearing at 7:15 pm.  Johnson did not feel there was a need to discuss the information until the public hearing. Johnson asked Attorney O’Koren when the contract should be negotiated. Typically this would be discussed after the public hearing if the land lease is approved to proceed.  O’Koren stated the memo regarding the proposed contract he sent highlights the concerns CRV should worry about.  Money is always a big part and a big consideration has to be made if down the road solar panels become such a big thing they are paying double what is being offered now and the City would be locked into a contract and getting half of what the land would be worth.  Another area of concern would be how the contract, if written in regards to the removal of the posts.  As it is written now they would have to restore the surface area but only have to cut off the top two feet of the footers and leave the rest in the ground.  Johnson said his understanding was they would be completely removed and this would need to be addressed. Questions/comments:  Would CRV residents see a reduction in their electric rates, length of lease, land needed for another maintenance shed in the future, would 1 or 2 acres instead of 3.5 acres of CRV land be an option, access and space for other potential businesses, sell the land but then it is gone, the proposed CRV layout could be revised if the Council wanted it different, should MiEnergy provide an alternate plan in case CRV does not agree to lease land,  what would happen if an agreement can not be reached when the contract is being negotiated.  Johnson asked the Council to review the information and try to be open minded enough to know this is a possibility and conservative enough to know we have the opportunity to say yes or no.
