2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Mayor Johnson thanked the Council, Johnson’s Rolling Acres, Steve Oian, Rushford Fire Department and other private citizens for their help with the flooding in South Rushford on March 14 & 15, 2019.  Full ditches and frozen culverts had to be cleared to allow water to flow properly.  
· There are a couple gravel roads that washed and have soft spots but overall they are in good shape.  Roads need to dry up before further maintenance can be done to them.
· The Benson Lane Missouri Crossing did not overtop and the culverts handled the water flow
· All CRV culverts need to be located and marked
· The lift station has been plugged once again with items that should not be flushed. Notice will be added to the April newsletter to the bottom of billing statement
3)  OTHER:
· Resolution 2019-3-19, A Resolution Requesting Comprehensive Road And Transit Funding-  After discussion it was decided there is not a need for this resolution.  This is mainly for populations over 5,000

· Trash Water Pumps-After the recent flooding issues in South Rushford Mayor Johnson suggested CRV purchase pumps to be better prepared.  Johnson had researched pumps on line and found the prices from $500.00-$1,500.00+.  Johnson would like to look at a PTO driven high volume pump on a trailer that could be used with the tractor.   Miner contacted Don Kullot, Fillmore County Emergency Manager, to see what equipment would be available from Fillmore County during a flooding event.  Kullot said Fillmore County has 1 older pump but it is need of repairs and stated it would probably be best if CRV purchased pumps because in an area wide flooding event there probably would not be pumps available to loan or rent.  Overland spoke to Olinger from Bolton & Menk about constructing different water collection points and depending on how much water would collect at each point would determine the type of pumps CRV should consider purchasing.  Overland also spoke to Brenda Johnson from SEMLM to see if she had a list of available equipment which she did not. Brenda Johnson thought it would be a great idea to have a list and was going to look into getting a list compiled. Mayor Johnson would like to meet with Olinger from Bolton & Menk to try to develop a plan for holding areas for water that then could be pumped out during a flooding event.  Smith added it needs to be looked at where the water was coming from and possibly direct the water to an area like a field where it will not affect homes.  Everyone was in agreement this has been a very unusual winter.  It was decided to wait to purchase pumps until the area is evaluated.  Rebecca Charles from CEDA is looking for grants to help with the costs
· There will need to be some yard repair in South Rushford by the culverts
· Smith thanked the Rushford Fire Department personal who volunteered their time
· Mayor Johnson will contact Steve Oian regarding his and Johnson’s Rolling Acres time and equipment
