The Tuesday March 19, 2019 Planning and Zoning meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm. by Planning and Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit.  Members Present: Hamilton Petersen and Travis Link

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Vern Bunke, Mayor Gordon Johnson, Clerk Mary Miner
· Vern Bunke was present to discuss his plan to develop his land in South Rushford which consists of approximately 62 acres with approximately 40 acres of that being usable for a development.  Pettit’s recommendation is to follow the CRV ordinances step by step.  Pettit stated the Commission does not want to deal with hypothetical situations and will need to see plans before any decisions are made.  Bunke stated he knows there is a need for housing in the area and would like to have 60 to 90 units in this development.  Bunke introduced his idea of a Planned Unit Development (PUD).  This concept would require close cooperation, discussion and up front input between the Commission, CRV Engineer and a developer to come up with a plan that maximizes the housing density so services are available and affordable.  Bunke stated the other option is the 2.5 acre lots which minimizes the revenue opportunity for the City and developer.  Pettit feels Bunke needs to hire a designer and a plan needs to be drawn up showing access, streets and lots before it can be decided where and how utilities will be brought in and hooked up and from there when issues arise the Commission would have to decide what could be done which could require a variance and it would then go to a public hearing. Link stated the CRV ordinances were put in place for a reason and a PUD asks for many variances all at once that typically probably would not be granted. Link suggested a plan be submitted that meet all current CRV ordinances before the Commission would entertain other options. The main concern Pettit has had from adjoining landowners is where the access would come from. There are a set number of sewer hookups available in the South Rushford Sewer District but there would not be enough for this development if filled to capacity. Rushford will honor this agreed on number of sewer hookups in the South Rushford Sewer District but recently made it known they will not allow more sewer hookups from any area in the City of Rushford Village. It would need to be determined if the area Bunke would like to develop is all within the South Rushford Sewer District. Johnson gave the ok for Bunke to contact Rushford to see if more sewer hookups can be obtained for the South Rushford Sewer District.  If Rushford is not willing to grant more sewer hookups for the South Rushford Sewer District there is nothing CRV would have to offer regarding sewer at this time. It would need to be determined how water would be pumped from the water tower to the development.  Access to the development as well as waterways and drainage are concerns that would need to be addressed. Johnson stated this is an interesting concept but there would be hurdles to overcome.  Mayor Johnson said Bunke could contact Derek Olinger from Bolton & Menk to get information regarding the CRV water and sewer districts.
