CITIZENS /OTHERS PRESENT /WISHING TO BE HEARD:  Derek Olinger-Bolton & Menk, Scott Bestul,Tri-County Record
· Derek Olinger assured the Council there is no conflict of interest as they are the City of Rushford engineers also.  Olinger explained the soil bore testing was done at the Woxland property to determine if bedrock was present.  This information was needed for Bolton and Menk to put together a cost analysis for the City of Rushford for utility expansion to the Woxland property. Attorney Manion questioned if there could be an ethics issue with Bolton and Menk representing both Cities with the City of Rushford being within the boundaries of the City of Rushford Village.  Olinger did not feel there was.  The Council has been happy with the work Olinger and Bolton & Menk have provided for CRV but are concerned about a possible conflict of interest.

2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Engineering Services:  After discussion, Rasmussen stated he is happy with where CRV is now with Bolton and Menk and it is hard to make a decision right now but because there is not a contract if a change needs to be made later it can be done.  Overland and Ebner agree.  the Council decided to continue with Bolton and Menk for engineering services.  Derek Olinger and Bolton and Menk have done a good job.  There is a concern regarding conflict of interest as Bolton and Menk are also the City of Rushford’s engineer.  It was decided conflict of interest issues will be dealt with if a situation arises.  Miner will inform Olinger of this decision.  Tim Holzer from Davy Engineering had left a card with Mayor Johnson and had expressed interest in becoming the CRV Engineer.  Miner will send a letter to Holzer informing him of the Council’s decision.
· 2019 Rock Bids: The bid request is for 3000 cubic yards of Class 2 crushed rock wearing course that meets MN 	DOT requirements, to be delivered by the cubic yard and spread or stockpiled, or picked up at the quarry pile. Must be spread on roads by June 15, 2019 and stockpiled for winter use in September or October, 2019. Penalties may be imposed if rock is delayed.  Please specify price per ton and price per yard.  Bids must include a Certificate of Insurance and be received by the Rushford Village City Clerk, 43038 State Highway 30, Rushford Village, MN 55971-5167 no later than 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 16, 2019.  Please label outside of envelope “2019 ROCK BID”.

· Maintenance Overtime Hours:  With the unusual winter storms Scheck has put in extra hours clearing roads.  Ebner and Johnson had talked resulting in Johnson suggesting overtime be paid.  Johnson provided the State (48 hrs/week) and Federal (40 hrs/week) laws flyer regarding overtime pay.  Overtime pay is time and a half.  Overland and Smith will review contracts.  
· Snow Blower and Tractor Chains:  After the recent snow storm Mayor Johnson decided CRV should purchase a used snow blower that would attach to the back of the tractor.  Council was informed of this decision at the time.  Rasmussen stated the price of the blower was really good and it is a piece of equipment that should be kept and could possibly be rented out. The used Loftness snow blower and chains were purchased from Hammell Equipment.  The total cost is $2,685.59-$2,000.00 used snow blower, $493.78 to get snow blower road ready, $191.81 chains for tractor.
