PLANNING/ZONING COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES FROM TUESDAY, April 16, 2019
RUSHFORD VILLAGE HALL-OFFICE  

The Tuesday April 16, 2019 Planning and Zoning meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm. by Planning and Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit.  Members Present: Glen Kopperud, Hamilton Petersen, Travis Link and Rick Ruberg 
Pettit introduced new Planning and Zoning Commissioner Rick Ruberg.  Ruberg is replacing the seat vacated by Bruce Hovland when he moved to Rushford.

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Vern Bunke, Jim Segal, Mayor Gordon Johnson, Clerk Mary Miner
· Vern Bunke:
· Bunke introduced Jim Segal. Segal is helping Bunke with financial knowledge for his Foothills Development Project.
· Bunke provided a topographical map to review

· Bunke shared 4 pictures of very rough drafts of different options.  These options include utilities. Picture 1:  Approximately 80-12,000 sq foot lots. Bunke feels this is pretty crowded.  Picture 2:  Road Layouts.  Picture 3:  Approximately 130-10,000 sq foot lots (some could be smaller/larger) Bunke feels this would be too many units.  Picture 4:  Approximately 30- 1.5 to 2 Acre lots, Bunke feels this is probably the most reasonable, common sense approach.
· Bunke had been in contact with Olinger, Bolton & Menk, regarding the utilities.  It was determined the CRV water tower would not be able to supply the amount of pressure needed for the Foothills Project.  Bunke stated he would probably need a community well.  Availability of additional sewer hookups is still unknown.  The sewer contract with Rushford is to be renegotiated in 2031 but CRV could ask for a renegotiation of the sewer contract sooner if needed.
· According to Bunke access would come from Highway 16 and he is also looking at possibly another access to join Goodrich St.  

· Bunke will have an engineer provide a study and draw up plans.  
· Kopperud stated he wants to make sure Bunke is aware of what the Planning and Zoning Commission wants before Bunke spends a lot of money on this project.  Johnson stated Bunke has been informed he needs to present plans that meet the minimum CRV ordinance requirements without asking for a variance.  Link stated he does not feel the Commission can make any decisions until the plans are put on paper and the sewer capacity is another hurdle that would need to be addressed.  Kopperud stated he would like to have Bunke put together his plans and what he is expecting from CRV so up front CRV gets an idea of what it’s responsibility will. This way if what Bunke is expecting is more than what CRV is willing to agree to do then Bunke should be made aware of that so he can rearrange his plan.  Johnson stated the sewer issue would need to be addressed with Rushford and Bunke was informed the CRV water tower would not be able to supply water to the area he would like to develop.  The Commission would like to see a development in this area but caution there could be hurdles that would need to be addressed once formal plans are submitted

Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries:
· Hubbard Permit-Oak View Loop:  Pettit did make contact with Terry Hubbard.  During the property walk around Pettit showed Hubbard where it would be acceptable to build his shed and be in compliance  with CRV ordinances.  Pettit explained to Hubbard there are buildable options that meet CRV ordinances therefore, the Planning and Zoning Commission’s recommendation to the CRV Council would be a variance not be granted.  The check for denied permit #1296 will be sent back to Hubbard.  
Other Issues/Concerns:
· Revised Flood Plain Management Ordinance
#4: The proposed Flood Plain Management Ordinance as suggested by the MN DNR was reviewed.  Approving revised Ordinance #4 final draft would continue the CRV participation in the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP). The Planning and Zoning Commission approved the revised Flood Plain Management Ordinance #4 final draft and will make the recommendation to the CRV Council to approve the final draft also.  If the Council approved the final draft it would be sent back to the MN DNR to review and approve.  After MN DNR approval there will be a public hearing after which the Council would formally adopt Ordinance #4.  Ordinance #4 would be published in the Tri-County Record at which time it would become effective.  Ordinance #4 and an affidavit of publication would be send back to the MN DNR and they would forward it to FEMA with their recommendation
Motion made to recommend to the CRV Council at their April 16, 2019 meeting to approve the revised Flood
