CITIZENS /OTHERS PRESENT /WISHING TO BE HEARD:  Yvonne McElmury-Goodrich St, Donna & Doug Fowler-Sherwood St, Scott Bestul,Tri-County Record, Kirsten Zoellner-Fillmore County Journal
· Yvonne McElmury addressed the Council with concerns about water running down Goodrich onto her property and eroding her yard along Goodrich.  She would like to have a curb installed to eliminate the problem.  Mayor Johnson stated a curb could hamper snowplowing.  This issue will be looked at during the May 7th spring road tour.
· Donna and Doug Fowler addressed the Council with their concerns regarding the drainage issues in South Rushford.  During the March 14th and 15th drainage/flooding problems their home/garage had water damage.  The Council agrees there is a drainage issue throughout South Rushford.  Derek from Bolton and Menk will be in South Rushford April 5th to meet with Scheck and a Council member to assess the area.  Fowlers stated the Fire Department did a great, awesome job.  Johnson stated cost has been the main reason nothing has been done but it does need to be addressed now.  Fowler strongly suggested someone talk to Jeff Bellock as he has lived in South Rushford all his life.  They also voiced their concerns about the Harrison property on Whitmore St. stating it needs to be cleaned up.

  2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Water Adjustment Readers:  Water meters were read March 26th.  After adjusting the accounts there was $14.00 (2 units) less used from 2018 to 2019.  There are approximately 12 outside readers that are not working or not installed which is the same as last year.  Johnson stated the homeowner needs to make sure both the inside and outside water meters/readers are installed and working properly.  When outside readers are replaced they need to be placed above snow and water levels. Further discussion followed with ideas about various ways of changing out the equipment.  Pricing in 2016 was $170.00 per meter and $7,000.00 for drive by automatic reader software.  Final decision was to hold off on replacing/installing readers and get more information on installing remote readers.
· STS Sentence to Serve:  Scheck has been in contact with Doug at Fillmore STS to do yard repair in South Rushford and tree cutting along CRV roadways.  As soon as the weather allows they will start.
· South Rushford Drain Pump-Goodrich:  A hose was replaced.  Additional maintenance needs to be done but will have to wait until water flow decreases.
· South Rushford Drainage:  Friday, April 5th, Derek from Bolton and Menk will meet with Scheck and a Council member to assess the drainage issues in South Rushford.  There are multiple areas that need to be addressed including Curt’s Place.
· State Culverts along Highway 43 S:  Rasmussen suggested a call be made to the State Highway Department Supervisor in Rochester to find out what can be done about their culverts in South Rushford along Highway 43.  Johnson suggested Olinger call them.  Rebecca from CEDA is also looking into financial assistance possibly through grants.
