Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries:
· Pettit reported Dan Anderson will be building a new home on the last available lot in Oak View Loop.  There will be a detached garage that will be in compliance with CRV ordinances. Pettit will meet with Dan.
· Hubbard Variance Application-Shed-Oak View Loop-
· Pettit stated the variance application was not filled out correctly.
· Terry Hubbard was present to promote and answer questions regarding his variance application. 
· The variance is for a 30 x 30 foot shed which would be placed in front of his home.  This is in violation of Ordinance #5, 1509.06, No Accessory Building or Structure in Front Yard. 
· Hubbard has a letter of support signed by 12 Oak View Residents
· Hubbard provided a rough map of his property with 2 possible sites, both in front of his house.  Site 1 would be west of the driveway would require another driveway while site 2 is east of the driveway and could use the existing driveway. 
· Hubbard prefers site 2 which Pettit states would meet property line and street setback requirements. 
· Hubbard stated the shed would be built with the gable ends facing north and south.  There would be 1 big door on the eve side facing the driveway and 1 small door on the gable end facing the house that would be for mower and 4 wheeler.  A basketball hoop and cement pad would also be at this end. 
· Hubbard stated in the future he may need to add to his house for extended family to move in. This may require another bathroom so his septic might need to be enlarged.  Hubbard stated because of this he does not want to build near the current septic system.
· Planning and Zoning Commission thoughts: there are buildable options that comply with CRV ordinances, the shed and area around it could become an eyesore, home ownership will change, once shed is in place CRV will not have control anymore. In an email to Pettit, Kopperud states some of the same concerns as already stated and  Kopperud does not feel a shed anywhere on the property is the best idea for the sub-division
· Johnson’s concern is additions to the shed in the future and if there would be any way to control that from happening.  Pettit stated the Council could write into the variance, if approved, there could not be any additions to the 30 x 30 structure of any kind. Hubbard stated in the future it would not change in size.
· Hubbard had questions regarding the covenant.  The covenant is established by the developer, CRV does not have authority over it and is not enforced by CRV.  All CRV ordinances must be followed and will be enforced by CRV.
· Link stated in his opinion placing the shed to the west would restrict the septic and it does not leave any other options
