· Olinger discussed the South Rushford Drainage Analysis.  The analysis would include collecting topical information and putting together a drainage model to better understand the current level of service and drainage conditions and from there build in improvement options.  There would be multiple options available to pick from and work with.  Olinger estimates $18,000.00 for the analysis.  Johnson asked about the availability of grants.  Olinger stated most storm water grants are related to the treatment of storm water, there are not many grants out there for conveyance of water.  CEDA is also researching grants for this.  Olinger hopes to have the analysis done by the end of June, beginning of July 2019.
