TERRY HUBBARD VARIANCE PUBLIC HEARING and

A Public Hearing for the Terry Hubbard zoning variance to build a 30x30 shed at 44587 Oak View Loop was held at the CRV Hall Commumity Center at 6:30 pm. The 30x30 shed does not comply with Ordinance #5, 1509.06-No Accessory Building or Structure in Front Yard.
· Present at the Public Hearing:  Mayor Gordon Johnson, Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, Council Members Dennis Overland, Mike Ebner and Richard Smith, Attorney Thomas Manion,Treasurer Judy Graham, Clerk Mary Miner  Citizens: Terry Hubbard, Joyce Iverson, Bob & Susan Stoltman, Scott Bestul, Planning and Zoning Commissioners Travis Link, Hamilton Petersen and Rick Ruberg
· Hubbard stated previously, he would build the shed with the gable ends running north and south.  Johnson had concerns Hubbard may want to add to the shed in the future.  Hubbard stated at the public hearing he would be willing to build the shed with the gable ends running east and west, which would eliminate the possibility of additions because one end would be the property line and the other end would be his driveway, which he would never move because of cost.
· Question of what is the front of his house addressed.  CRV definition of Lot Line, Front-The line separating the lot from the street.  On a corner lot, the shortest street lot line shall be the front lot line.
Highway 43 lot line is 405.06’, Oak View Loop lot line is 287.11’.  Oak View Loop is the shortest lot line and it is the front lot line for the Hubbard property.  Joyce Iverson questioned the measurements.
· Iverson sited Variance Section 2100, 2101.01.03 Practical difficulties
· Hubbard stated he built his house where it is because it was the only location the septic could be placed according to Fillmore County and because of the way the waterway runs through his property
· There is approximately 45 feet behind, east of the house where the shed could be placed but Hubbard stated he would have to redo the garage roof to make it work
· Hubbard stated he will not place the shed where it would block the view from the large picture windows.
· Hubbard stated he has to be a certain distance from the overhead electric/phone poles which would not allow him room to add on to his septic drain field.  Ebner thought the distance would have to be 20 feet from the overhead electric/phone poles 
· Johnson stated a concern of the Council is the visibility obstructions for the neighbors and the fact ownership of homes could change so the closer it was built to the house the better.
· Susan Stoltman asked why the variance would not be approved when Hubbard had presented the Council with a signed letter from the residents of Oak View Loop in support of allowing the shed be build.  Overland explained the Council has to make a decision on the facts not emotions.  Input from the residents is appreciated but not what the decision will solely be based on.  The public hearing is for fact finding.
· The shed would be placed to the east side of the culvert, site #2 on the map provided by Hubbard
· Hubbard stated the shed would not block the view of Connaughtys
· The Planning and Zoning Commission are in support of the Hubbard variance
· Iverson stated she hoped the Council would follow the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission and grant the variance to Hubbard
· Johnson explained to Hubbard a decision would not be made until a full Council was present

CITIZENS /OTHERS PRESENT /WISHING TO BE HEARD: Bill Sherry-Engelsen & Associates, LTD, Scott Bestul-Tri County Record, Kirsten Zoellner-Fillmore County Journal
· Bill Sherry, CPA-Presented his finding for the 2018 Audit. 
· There is a clean opinion that is unmodified with no adjustments to it which is good. 
· Statement of Net Positions, cash and investment between all funds and accounts in $955,000.00 at the end of the year.  
· Property, equipment roads and infrastructure are CRV’s main assets.  
· CRV main liabilities are debt at $1.3 Million and the PERA Pension Plan at $94,000.00.  
· Water and Sewer Utilities show Cash and Investments of $327,000.00 and debt of $315,000.00.
· Both the water and sewer utilities were profitable at the end of the year with water making approximately $10,000.00 and sewer making approximately $7,500.00.
· The fees CRV are charging are enough to pay the expenses of the utilities as long as no major expenses come up.  
· Johnson questioned if it is appropriate if the indebtedness of approximately $300,000.00 to the ratio of return of profit.  Sherry stated on governmental basis the CRV utility debt is a lot less than most governments and part of this could be because of the cost sharing of the sewer system with Rushford. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Major expense in water utility is depreciation, fixed assets, property and equipment.  Major expense for sewer utility is fluction and disposal charges paid to Rushford.  
· Water utility cash flow after payment of debt and interest of $17,000.00 there is a positive cash flow balance of $6,000.00.  Sewer utility cash flow after payment of debt and interest of $8,000.00 there is a positive cash flow balance of $3,000.00.  
· CRV has a lot of cash in investments which is all secured by deposits pledged by the banking institution which is in compliance with Minnesota laws. 
· 2018 major capital expenditures not budgeted for, Grader roughly $245,000.00, lawn mower roughly $10,000.00, capitalized infrastructure Benson Lane roughly $82,000.00.  
· Principal and interest maturities on debt GO Bonds $107,000.00 matures in 2019 and the enterprise fund roughly $26,000.00 between water and sewer which is pretty consistent for the next 5 years. 
· PERA Pension fund liability is $94,000.00 and the 2018 contribution to PERA was $8,600.00. This is a fluid number and can change from year to year. 
· 2018 General fund main revenue sources were general property tax of $414,000.00, State and Local Government Aid, Ag Aid and Small Cities, which together amounted to roughly $59,000.00.  
· 2018 Major expenses were running the general government (clerk, treasurer, legal, accounting, insurance) expenses roughly $128,000.00.  Public Safety (Fire) roughly $23,000.00.  Streets and Highways, skewed majorly by purchase of grader and mower and flood related road repairs roughly $480,000.00.  Debt Service for governmental funds was roughly $71,000.00.  
· Johnson  questioned if putting the trash collection cost on the tax rolls is a normal/good way to collect this fee.  Sherry stated he sees this more in Wisconsin but by doing it this way eliminates collection problems, which is a positive.

 2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Water Meters-Ferguson Waterworks-Scheck supplied information for the Council to review in his absence. The total first year system cost estimate for 105-5/8x3/4 T10 ProCoder R900i Positive Displacement water meters, provided on 4/24/2019 was $26,700.00 ($220.00 per unit x 105= $23,100.00, R900 belt clip transceiver $3,100.00, Onsite installation and training for belt clip transceiver $500.00) 
Questions the Council had: 
· Who would install the water meters and is this cost included in the estimate
· Would there be yearly costs for the program and if so how much
Tabled until Travis is available to provide more information
· Pump House Outlet Repair -Scheck reported there was a chlorine leak that sprayed an electrical outlet.  Norman’s Electric will be contacted to replace the outlet.
· Ebner reported he and Scheck had looked at Aspen Road after the underground fiber had been plowed in alongside the road.  There were a few issues that will be taken care of by the contractor.  This will be an ongoing issue that will need to be monitored by Scheck.

· Freightliner-River States Truck & Trailer-Revised Repair Estimate-A revised repair estimate of $8,358.32 was received.  The additional repair costs of $707.91 included $421.91 to replace the driver side slack adjuster and passenger side clevis, $286.00 to diagnose plow light further
