Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries:
· Luke Highum land purchase from Darrel Highum, Parcel R05.0111.000-Pettit was contacted by Luke Highum regarding land he is considering to purchasing from Darrel Highum.  The area Luke would like to purchase is part of a conditional use permit Darrel has with Patterson Quarries, Division of Mathy Construction Co.  Unless the conditional use permit is terminated and the reclamation process is completed or the lease is not renewed and the reclamation process is completed a home cannot be built within 1,000 feet of the conditional use boundaries. Pettit has made Luke Highum aware of this. 
· Peterson State Fish Hatchery-Solar Installation, Parcel R05.0264.000-Pettit was made aware there was another solar array installation in progress. A solar array already exists on this parcel, which a permit was not obtained for.  Pettit is waiting for a response back from the MN DNR Peterson State Fish Hatchery.
· Tim O’Hare-Nordic Court-Pettit was contacted by Tim O’Hare in regards to building a garage on parcel R05.0367.000.  O’Hare would like to place the garage to the side and a little in front of his home which is not in compliance with CRV Ordinance #5, 1509.06.  O’Hare stated to Pettit a garage was placed in front of the home at 44596 Hillview Dr. Documentation was found from 2003 stating the garage was allowed to be built in front of the home at 44596 Hillview Dr. because it was at the end of a street/cul-de-sac and would not interfere with neighbors.  If O’Hare decides to place the garage forward of the house he would need to put in footings that attach to the existing home.   Pettit will contact O’Hare with this information and let him know he will need to comply with the CRV ordinance.
·    Final State Approval of Ordinance #4-Floodplain Management:  Letter was received from Ceil Strauss of MN DNR stating CRV has completed its update of Ordinance #4-Floodplain Management.  Strauss forwarded all the information onto John Kinley, FEMA-Region 5.  CRV is the first Fillmore County community to get their floodplain ordinance adopted.
