· Pettit reported Dan Anderson, Oak View Loop, is waiting on the sewer permit from Fillmore County.  Once the sewer permit is received a building permit will be issued
· Lee Loerch, Deep River Rd, will be installing a better walkway

 2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Benson Lane-Missouri Crossing-There is washing on the sides of the concrete from recent heavy rains. Olinger (Bolton & Menk) and Ryan Oian (GenerationX) looked at the crossing on 6/4/2019.  It was caught early.  Oian will fill the void under the concrete and do site grading to redirect water flow.  Olinger stated the crossing will have to be monitored after heavy rains and overtopping to make sure any washing issues are taken care to avoid future problems.  Olinger reminded the Council this sort of issue is common with Missouri Crossings and it will be prone to maintenance issues.  
· South Rushford Drainage-Olinger reported the survey work is done and the information has been entered into the computer so the Water Resource Engineer can start his work.  Olinger will have an update in July.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Lift Station-Scheck reported he is still having issues with the lift station being plugged with personal hygiene products that should not be flushed into the system.  The basket is catching a lot of the unwanted materials.  There was discussion about replacing the current waste pumps with larger grinder pumps which would be costly. If the problems continue and the waste pumps need to be replaced the replacement cost will become the responsibility of the residents in the South Rushford Sewer District.  Olinger will check to see what other options may be available.

3)  OTHER:
· MN Energy Resources Corporation (MERC)-Tax Court Refunds-A letter received from Heidi Jones, Fillmore County Auditor/Treasurer, explained MERC has taken the MN Department of Revenue (MN DOR) to court over the evaluations of property MERC owns throughout the State.  Fillmore County calculates their taxes based on the value set by MN DOR.  All Counties involved are required to make a substantial payback to MERC for taxes payable 2009-2018.  The CRV portion of payback to MERC will be taken out of the CRV June settlement.  The anticipated amount shown for Rushford Village is 2009-2013 $10,587.00 and 2014-2018 $14,458.00. This anticipated amount includes the County, School, City and State portions to be refunded along with interest.  Manion stated the amount owed on the infrastructure could be, in part, determined by the age of the pipeline, pipe size and the length of pipeline that runs through CRV.  Jones will provide final amounts and breakdowns when they are available to her.
· Freightliner-River States Truck & Trailer Repair Costs-A repair estimate of $7,611.48 was received from River States Truck and Trailer in La Crosse, WI to get the Freightliner DOT compliant.  Ebner and Rasmussen both stated it is time to take a hard look at purchasing a new truck.  It would take about a year and a half to get a new truck after it has been ordered.  The Equipment Committee will put truck options and costs together.  Ebner stated there may be year old demo models available to look at.
