	CITIZENS /OTHERS PRESENT /WISHING TO BE HEARD: Derek Olinger-Bolton & Menk, 	Rebecca Charles-CEDA and Kirsten Zoellner-Fillmore County Journal
· Derek Olinger-Bolton & Menk: Olinger presented the Council with preliminary results of the South Rushford Drainage Analysis.  He wanted an idea of what the Council ideas are regarding what project/projects they want to do before further engineering and cost analysis work is done.  Very preliminary cost estimates range from $250,000.00 to $400,000.00 depending on what the Council decides to do.  
· Map 1 shows the summary of known issues
· Map 2 shows the hydraulic analysis of anticipated flooding extent during a 2-year (2.99”), 10-year (4.52”) and 100-year (7.83”) rain events.  The Council feels this is a pretty accurate picture of what they have seen with recent rain/flooding events.
· Map 3 shows proposed improvement alternatives that have been analyzed to date.
· The culvert at Sherwood St and Highway 43 S should be replaced with a larger culvert (30 inch-probably an arch culvert) and all culverts upstream would need to be analyzed and probably replaced/upsized to allow for proper flow.  Olinger stated undersized culverts appears to be the primary driver as to why this area floods and stated this project would have the highest impact 
· Grading will be an issue.  Ideally there would be a 2% grade to allow water to flow properly and not pond but realistically there will be .5% or less grade but it is sandy soil which is helpful.  Ditch grading will impact front yards along Sherwood because work will need to be done outside the road right-of-way 
· The intersection at Sherwood and Prospect at the very least would need curb and gutter installed to help direct the water into the ditch and through the culverts instead of letting it run into backyards.  Best option would be to regrade the intersection along with curb and gutter.  Olinger will run a cost analysis for a couple different options.
· Issues at Goodrich and Meadow would require curb and gutter to redirect the water  
· Issues by Curt’s Place, Highway 16, would require the north side ditch of Highway 16 be dug lower so water would not pond on the South side.  There would be area on the north side in the right-of-way for grading work to be completed without affecting surrounding land owners. Olinger showed the Council a video of a check valve that could be placed tightly in the culvert which, during a flooding event would prevent water from the river to back flow under Highway 16 and pond/flood by Curt’s Place.  Olinger feels a check valve would be the best option.  Estimated cost for a check valve is $5,000.00-$10,000.00
· Culverts under Highway 16 and 43 are State culverts.  Rasmussen stated Highway 43 S is slated to have reconstruction work in 2020 or 2021 so that may be the time to replace those culverts.  Olinger will reach out to the State.
· Charles has been researching the availability of grants for the South Rushford drainage issues.  She questioned if any of the South Rushford drainage project would be creating an environmental benefit.  Olinger said it would not.  
· Overland questioned if there are grants, like FEMA for flooding, which this is.  Olinger responded usually that type of grant is to restore to the original state not make improvements to the area.  Overland stated he thought they were starting to look at mitigation and fixing problems before there is an issue and are finding it is more cost effective to be proactive than reactive.
· Johnson stated he thought it would be best to start with something that would be a base line and enhance it over time rather than cut a corner and have to go back later to fix it.  Overland stated it may cost more in the beginning but would save money in the long run.  Olinger stated doing the projects using the phase approach by starting with the highest impact which would be the culverts along Sherwood.
· Rebecca Charles-CEDA: 
· Charles attended the Fillmore County CEDA meeting and reported in approximately 6 months the Fillmore County Housing Study results should be available.
· There are not many grants available and Charles knows CRV does not qualify for some grants she has found because of the median income for CRV. She stated CRV would qualify for low interest, long term loans through the USDA. Overland asked if the median income could be based on only South Rushford where the project is effecting.  Olinger stated you could possibly by doing a survey but those are tricky and volunteer based.
· Charles will need to know definite plans and cost estimates in order to determine which grants/loans can be applied for.   
· Olinger suggested Charles research grants as well as Midi and Mini Loans that may be available through MN Rural Water

· Freightliner:  Revised repair estimates received from River States Truck and Trailer.  Repair estimate received 7/8/2019 to check and advise for no crank to start $214.50 and replace starter if needed $843.02 brought the total repair estimate to $9,474.01.  Repair estimate received 7/10/2019 to replace starter with new bolts $1,984.65 and tow into shop $125.00 brought the new total repair estimate to $10,810.30.  Johnson asked Rasmussen to look at the specs the State uses when purchasing new plow trucks.  Ebner will help determine what equipment a new truck should have.  Rasmussen stated it could take up to two years from the time an order is placed to get a truck.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Hubbard Shed:  Johnson reported he and Scheck, at the request of Pettit, had measured the distance from the center line of Oakview Loop to each corner of the shed.  It is in compliance with the conditions stated in the variance that was issued
· Jonas Sublett Semi Parking:  It was noticed the semi had been parked at the top of the South Rushford Park parking area by the pump house and there were not orange cones or wheel chocks.  Miner called Sublett 7/15/19 and was told the truck was parked at the top because he was trying to get his security camera to work but that it would be parked at the bottom from now on.  Sublett had the understanding if the semi was not in the street when parked he would not need orange cones or wheel chocks.  Councils understanding is there would be orange cones and wheel chocks when the truck was parked at the bottom of the South Rushford Park parking lot.  Miner called Sublett 7/18/2019 to inform him.  Sublett said it would not be a problem and he would use orange cones and wheel chocks. 
· Council Seat Vacancy:  Rich Smith will be moving from CRV but has not formally resigned his seat in writting.  When a formal notice is received the Council will determine how the seat will be filled.  Council  members stated they have had residents tell them they may be interested in filling the seat.
