CITIZENS /OTHERS PRESENT /WISHING TO BE HEARD: Jonas Sublett, Terry Hubbard and Kirsten Zoellner-Fillmore County Journal
· Jonas Sublett –
· Sublett asked permission to park his semi/bobtail (no trailer) belonging to Fastenal at the far end, at the bottom, of the South Rushford Park parking area with the truck parked facing East.
· The truck would be parked in this location Friday thru Monday noon for the summer months only.  
· The truck would not be idling while parked.  
· The truck be parked off the roadway, would not obstruct Plummer St. or any street signs
· The truck would have orange cones placed around semi and wheel chocks for added safety. 
· There would be no liability for CRV.  The truck would be monitored by cameras from Fastenal
· Jonas and children sometimes camp in semi, about once a month, but he has a stand-along generator that is whisper quiet so the semi would not be idling all hours 
· Johnson stated he did not see a problem but if worse case comes and there gets to be issues it could change

· Pettit reported he had inquires from Todd Lund, Vincent Ciangiola, Tim O’Hare







· Terry Hubbard Variance:  
· November 15, 2018 Hubbard applied for permit #1296 to build a 30x30 foot shed 
· November 20, 2018 Hubbard was sent a letter stating permit #1296 denied by Planning and Zoning Commission because the location he wished to place the structure is not in compliance with CRV Ordinance #5, 1509.06, No Accessory Building or Structure in Front Yard.  
· May 7, 2019 Hubbard applied for a variance to build a 30x30 foot shed in front of his house which is not in compliance with Ordinance #5, 1509.06, No Accessory Building or Structure in Front Yard.  
· May 21, 2019 The Planning and Zoning Board motioned to recommend the CRV Council approve the variance application.  
· June 18, 2019 A Public Hearing for the Hubbard variance held at the CRV Hall.  No opposition to request.  3 Residents present in favor, Joyce Iverson, Bob & Susan Stoltman
· July 2, 2019 Council discusses variance application:
· Pettit reported there were 2 Planning and Zoning members, Petersen & Link, present when they motioned to recommend the Council Approve the variance application.  
· Hubbard stated the shed he is planning to build would be a 30x30 foot stick built shed on a concrete slab with a steel roofline of 32x34, gable ends running East and West.  It would have 10 foot side walls, and one 16x8 foot door in the front, one man door and probably six windows.  The exterior would have wainscoting and would comply with the Woodland Heights covenant.  
· Location option-behind the house/garage:  Hubbard maintains there would not be enough room because of the neighbors property line and he would have to redo the existing roofline, the new foundation would present problems with the existing floating slab, he would be shedding water onto a neighbors property and this option would add a substantial cost to the project.  Overland commented there appears to be enough room for a 30x30 or could the size of the shed could be reduced so it would fit.  Hubbard responded he needs the size he has requested.  Overland questioned if it could be attached to the existing garage. Hubbard responded because of the frost footings that would need to be done it would not match up with the existing foundation and could cause problems with the in floor heat.  Overland questioned if a breezeway between the shed and garage would work.  Hubbard said it would not and it would add additional cost and he would not be getting the size building he wants.  Council members Ebner and Rasmussen agree with Hubbard that placing the shed in this location could be a problem in regards to the concrete slabs being next to each other and it might not look the best. 
· Location option-Between house and Highway 43-Hubbard maintains this location could do damage to his septic drain field. In the future, he plans to add onto his house which would require the drain field be enlarged and building in this area may prevent him from being able to enlarge the drain field, it would block the view from his picture window, he has to stay away for the electrical posts right of ways and it would require another driveway.  
· Location option Site 2 on Map-East of house-Hubbard agreed this location would work.  He would build the 30x30 foot shed with the gable ends running east and west with a 16x8 foot door that would be accessed from the existing driveway. It would be out of the water drainage area and it would not be blocking the neighbors view.  Council questioned if the shed could be placed closer to the house to which Hubbard replied doing this would place it in the water drainage area.
· Council voiced concerns regarding the shed blocking the neighbors view, the area around the shed becoming an eyesore and the first thing you would see when entering the sub division is a ag type building in a residential area.  To these concerns Hubbard responded it would not be blocking the neighbors view as it would be in front of their garage not their house, he will keep the area looking nice like he has his yard and the shed would be high quality with wainscoting and it would match his house as required by the  Woodland Heights covenant. 
· Hubbard stated CRV is strong holding his property and that he had presented a letter to the Council from all the residents in Oakview Loop stating they were in favor of him building this shed.  Overland responded, the letter does not mean anything because the Council has to go on facts
· Johnson had concerns about the ability of the Planning and Zoning Commission and/or the Council to regulate any additions to the shed.  Attorney Manion stated the variance is for a 30x30 foot shed only, nothing more can be added to the shed in the future.

Rasmussen made a motion to approve the variance for a 30x30 foot shed located eighty feet from the centerline of Oakview Loop with a 32x34 roofline, 10 foot side walls, one 16x8 foot door and one man door.  After a long pause Ebner seconded the motion but with reservations about Hubbard’s attitude, the way he pushed this on the Council and is concerned Hubbard will do whatever he wants there. Therefore, before anything is built the area would need to be staked out, Pettit would then measure to make sure it is 80 feet from the centerline of Oakview Loop and measure again after the concrete slab is poured to make sure it is in the approved location. Ebner stated the reason he is seconding the motion is for whatever reason the location of the house is bad and he does not feel the septic and secondary septic system locations allow building in that area and placing it behind the house would look too crowded and feels it would look better where they are proposing it be built. Rasmussen agreed with Ebner 100% and he believes that an owner of the property should be able to build a shed and commented threatening to involve a lawyer was a horrible way to present it to the Council and was very unprofessional.

 2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· Road Rock:  Per the CRV bid request rock was to be placed on the CRV roads by June 15th.  Scheck contacted Bruening Rock and was told they are having difficulty getting product. Scheck was told Bruening Rock would deliver some rock Wednesday, July 3rd.  Council gave Scheck the authority to determine where the rock should be spread.  Scheck stated there are a couple of roads that are in need of rock and have to be done and the other roads would depend on when the rock could be delivered, he does not want rock applied just to plow it off this winter.  Scheck suggested next year the Council put some teeth behind the delivery date.   
· Ridgeview Road Speeding:  A concern was voiced by a Rush Creek Roe resident regarding speeding on Ridgeview Road.  His concern is for the neighborhood kids on bikes, pets and the amount of deer in the area that could jump in front of a vehicle.  There is a Children at play sign that needs to be made more visible but there are no speed limit signs.  After discussion it was motioned to purchase two 30 mile per hour speed limit signs.  A sign will be placed by the Catholic Cemetery and the Ridgeview Road bridge.  Scheck will place a Gopher One Ticket and install the signs.

· Freightliner:  Scheck reported River States Truck and Trailer are still trying to determine why the plow lights are not working.  The rest of the repairs have been completed
