	2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· July 18-19 Flood Event:  
· Scheck reported he has about finished the ditch work on County Line Road and plans to start working on Ridgeview next.  Scheck stated he may need extra help with the Ridgeview Rd work and will contact Arendahl Township if help is needed
· Scheck reported Airport Rd is holding up OK
· Rip rap has not been placed around the culvert on Vogan Rd.  Rip rap should be available when needed
· CRV received an email from Don Kullot, Fillmore County Emergency Services.  A declaration has been made for State aid. There is a preliminary damage assessment (PDA) meeting set for Tuesday, August 27 the at 9:00 am in Preston.  At this meeting all information collected to this point will be presented to HSEM in a book. Kullot stated to document all damages and repairs made with pictures and to track hours and equipment used. 
· Olinger, Bolton & Menk, will talk with Travis Wednesday, August 21st, to determine if there are other areas that received damage in July that need to be added to the damage estimate.  Olinger will have this information available to CRV for the August 27th meeting in Preson.
· Olinger called to inform CRV that he is sending a quote form to GenerationX for the Benson Lane repairs.  The form will be on the same order as the original contract used when Generation X replaced Benson Lane 
· Johnson reported David Johnson and Steve Highum from Arendahl worked about 6 hours at the bridge on Ridgeview by Rislovs to clear debris
· Road Rock:  Scheck is hoping rock will be available in the next week to replace rock that washed away in July and also to cover a few roads that need rock.  Rip rap should be available when needed.


	3)  OTHER:
· MiEnergy Solar Array Plan-CRV Land Lease: MiEnergy discussed with Mayor Johnson the possibility of placing a portion of the solar array they are planning to build on property owned by CRV.   Mayor Johnson asked the Council to consider leasing the 3 acres behind the CRV Hall to MiEnergy for 25 years for a solar array installation.  MiEnergy would like to construct a 1 mega-watt solar array which would help MiEnergy lower the cost of peak energy demand they now pay to Dairyland Power.  A portion of the array would be on land owned by MiEnergy. It would be possible for the whole array to be placed on land owned by MiEnergy but part of the array to the south would be in the flood plain.  Johnson stated the area would be fenced and the grounds maintained.  Johnson stated he does not feel it would be feasible for CRV to build a solar array on its own so this could be a way for CRV to help with renewable energy.  This land is currently leased by Featherstone Fruits and Vegetables at $350.00 per acre.  This is a year by year lease so Featherstone would need to be notified by September 15, 2019 if CRV does not plan to renew the lease for 2019-2020.  MiEnergy would need to apply for a permit as the previous permit applied for in 2015 has expired.  A public hearing would be required.  MiEnergy has not applied for a permit and Ebner stated discussion can resume once a permit has been applied for.  Johnson presented this to the Planning and Zoning Board during their August 20th meeting.  Some Planning and Zoning concerns were the length of the contract, how it would look and discontinuing the contract with Featherstone.  Mayor Johnson said he would not be part of any real discussion because of personal interest.  Featherstone will be notified there could be changes to their bare land lease.
· Spring Clean Up Recap:  The 2019 Spring Clean Up recap showed a loss of $471.06.  Council was satisfied as this was an improvement over previous years.  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Mutual Aid Agreement: Attorney Manion provided a Mutual Aid Agreement that was from the LMC.  This agreement covers multiple items mutual aid may be needed for.  Council feels this agreement will be beneficial to CRV as well as other surrounding Townships and Cities that may need extra help from time to time.  Pay rates, if different, would be negotiated.
