Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries:

MiEnergy Solar Array/CRV Land Lease: 
· MiEnergy asked Mayor Johnson to share and explain their desire to lease 3 acres of CRV land behind the CRV hall and playground to construct a 1-megawatt solar array.  No permit has been applied for and Johnson did not provide anything in writing
· A permit applied for in July 2015 is expired and a new permit would need to be obtained.  There would need to be a public hearing before the permit could be issued
· A portion of the solar array would be placed on land owned by MiEnergy along City Park Rd.  
· MiEnergy does own enough land to construct the whole solar array but part of the land South of the office is in the flood plain which would require taller and stationary panels
· MiEnergy would install and maintain a fence surrounding the array as well as the grounds within the fence
· These would be rotating panels if they are not in the flood plain
· Johnson stated the lease would be for 25 years 
· Johnson stated the payment would be $750.00 per acre
· This land is currently being leased by Featherstone Fruits and Vegetables on a yearly basis for $350.00 per acre.  
· Featherstone would need to be informed by September 15, 2019 if CRV is not going to renew the bare land lease
· Concerns 
· Link-25 year commitment, Featherstone, being local, being pushed out by a bigger company without notice.  Johnson stated Featherstone has acquired other land so these 3 acres are not as important to them as they were right after the flood and they would be notified in advance of the possibility their lease may not be renewed
· Ruberg-appearance of the panels and fencing
· Positive Points

· Kopperud-it is not really a money thing, it is really more about the opportunity to get into renewable energy market
· Johnson-CRV would get monthly payments to help off set the CRV monthly electric bill

· Johnson-Renewable energy is the energy of the future

· Johnson-This solar array would help drive down peak demand costs that MiEnergy now pays to Dairyland Power
Other Issues/Concerns: 
· Pettit received a complaint regarding a tiny house at 30376 Main St.  May 24, 2019 CRV was notified the tiny house would be at this location while it was being worked on and would be removed once completed, which it is not at this point.  The tiny house is on wheels but is not a registered vehicle. Pettit will contact the resident.  Kopperud suggested to remind the resident CRV has ordinances that need to be followed
· Pettit received notice a picket fence being built at 30376 Main St but a permit was not obtained.  The fence is well off the neighbors lot line.  This would be a no charge permit.  Johnson said to give them a courtesy call seeing it will be a no charge permit and tell them to get the permit

· Graham will send a bill for $52.13 to Peter Paulson for the Peterson Fish Hatchery for permit 1336, solar water heating system.  Peter Paulson has not received the permit because it has not been paid for
