	CITIZENS /OTHERS PRESENT /WISHING TO BE HEARD:  Rebecca Charles-CEDA, Derek 	Olinger-Bolton and Menk, Scott Bestul-Tri County Record and Kirsten Zoellner-Fillmore County Journal
	Derek Olinger-South Rushford Drainage Analysis:
· Olinger presented the final copy of the South Rushford Drainage Analysis.  The final copy broke out the costs for each project.  
· The culvert at Highway 43 and Sherwood could possibly be replaced by MN DOT in 2023 when they do their Highway 43 project
· Highway 43/Sherwood St and Highway 16/Meadow Ave north side grading would be very beneficial in helping with the drainage issues in both locations
· Cost for Highway 43/Sherwood St and Highway 16/Meadow Ave north side grading projects estimated at $120,000.00-$130,000.00. 
· Both projects would require drainage easements from the property owners.  Olinger has been in contact with both landowners 
· Wetland impacts could extend the project out at least 6 months if permits are required.  Bolton and Menk will look into this
· Olinger stated grants for this type of project are unlikely unless it is for storm water treatment which this would not be
· Rebecca Charles stated she has been working on securing a grant up to $5,000.00 from MiEnergy
· Olinger had presented information received from Mike Bubany at a previous meeting regarding a micro loan through MN Rural Water.  Olinger feels this may be the best option for CRV
· Olinger estimates the engineering costs for the Highway 43/Sherwood St and Highway 16/Meadow Ave north side grading project to be $25,000.00.  This would cover Bolton and Menk surveying the area, the boundary survey, obtaining the easements needed, drawing up the plans and a bid package.  August 2018 the threshold for signed engineered plans with full specification was bumped up to $175,000.00 which this project will be under so it could technically be done on a quote basis which would keep some of the costs down.  Once Olinger gets into the putting everything together there could be more permits needed but Olinger feels $25,000.00 should cover everything.
· Actual work would begin spring 2020 but the engineering part of the project could start now
· Johnson feels the Council needs to move forward with the engineering for the grading project

	Derek Olinger Benson Lane Missouri Crossing:
· GenerationX submitted a quote $24,600.00
· GenerationX started repairs September 13, 2019 excavating out the areas that had washed out and put down new fabric and started filling up from there and finished up the wing walls.
· Finished the driving surface on September 16
· GenerationX extended the wings out into the creek bank and will cover them with many feet of clay and rip rap
· Olinger will break out the costs for the flood reimbursement and provide a pay estimate when the project is completed
Derek Olinger Bridges:
· Bolton and Menk Structural Engineer is looking at the Fillmore County Bridge Reports
· Olinger feels the bridges on County Line Rd and Village Rd will probably both need to be replaced with box culverts which may require DNR permits
· Village Rd will probably need to be reclaimed and repaved
· Nothing will be done with bridge or road until at least 2020

· Pettit reported Leeanne Kasper submitted an application for a 36.4 Kw roof mounted solar array on parcel R05.0259.000.  
· The Planning and Zoning Board reviewed the application at their September 17, 2019 meeting.  
· The Planning and Zoning Board approved the application and recommends the CRV Council approve the application

· Pettit reported the Planning and Zoning Board reviewed an application from OneEnergy Development LLC out of Madison WI, their parent company is out of Washington State, for a 1.25 Megawatt ground mounted solar array at a cost of $1,650,000.00
· MiEnergy is not building the array, OneEnergy Development LLC is constructing the structure
· MiEnergy will buy electric from OneEnergy Development LLC
· Land lease agreement that was included with the application will need to be reviewed by Attorney Manion and can be negotiated 
· Pettit explained the Planning and Zoning Board was short a member and did not feel they had enough information to make an informed recommendation to the Council at this time.
· Rebecca Charles, CEDA will look at what the CRV Hall area was intended to be used for
· Pettit asked the Council for more time to gather more information and talk with a representative from OneEnergy Development LLC
· Planning and Zoning decided to have an additional meeting on Monday, October 14, 2019 at 6:00 pm at the CRV Hall Office to meet with a OneEnergy Development LLC representative to get questions they have answered.  
· Overland stated he appreciated the due diligence of the Planning and Zoning Board
· Manion stated the City of Lanesboro contracted with a vendor out of Canada but the solar array is on private land and then the city contracts to buy the power for 20 years.  The reason for the long lease is the cost of the solar array construction.
· Olinger asked if there is a site plan.  Johnson stated there is a site plan but they have not been on the ground yet to do any formal planning.  The panels will be tracking units except if they are placed in the flood then they would be fixed panels
· Olinger stated there could be storm water concerns and he would be willing to look at the plan
· Council will allow more time for the Planning and Zoning Board to gather more information
· October 14, 2019 Additional Planning and Zoning Meeting Canceled:  Monday, September 23rd Pettit received a phone call from Kent Whitcomb at MiEnergy informing him a representative from OneEnergy Development LLC would not be able to attend the additional Planning and Zoning meeting scheduled for Monday, October 14, 2019 at 6:00 pm.  Pettit canceled the meeting because the purpose of the meeting was to talk with an OneEnergy Development LLC representative.  Whitcomb did tell Pettit a OneEnergy Development LLC representative plans to attend the October 1st regular council meeting

	2)  ROADS/WATER/SEWER:
· July 18-19 Flood Event:  Nothing new to report-Olinger reported on Benson Lane
· Road Rock:  Scheck reported road rock was delivered and spread.  He has not received an answer as to when winter rock will be delivered
· Scheck reported there was a sewer issue while he was out of town.  Rasmussen and Ebner were able to take care of the problem
