	CITIZENS /OTHERS PRESENT /WISHING TO BE HEARD: Roger Knutson, Joseph O’Koren-				Manion Law Office, Jeff Holmquist & Naomie Schaller -Harter’s Quick Clean-Up, Derek Olinger-				Bolton & Menk, Scott Bestul-Tri County Record and Kirsten Zoellner-Fillmore County Journal
· Trash Contract Sealed Bid Opening: One trash bid was received.  Jeff Holmquist and Naomie Schaller from Harter’s Quick Clean-Up were present for the bid opening.  They presented 5 contract options. 
· Option 4 was approved which will start March 1, 2020.  This would include weekly trash pick up and bi-weekly recyclable pick up.  Prices: 2 yard dumpster every other week $69.50 per month/ 35 gallon garbage cart with 95 recycling cart $17.30 per month/65 gallon garbage cart with 95 recycling cart $17.80 per month/95 gallon garbage cart with 95 recycling cart $18.30 per month.   Harter’s will buy and supply blue 95 gallon carts for recyclable items.
Motion made to approve Option 4 with 95 gallon recyclable carts provided by Harter’s

· Spring/Fall Clean Up 40 Yard Roll off price:  $290.00 Delivery, $320.00 plus weight (.031/lb), electronics weight (.34lb) plus fuel surcharge and Minnesota Tax.  If there are 2 roll offs delivered at the same time on a pup the delivery and pull charge there would be a 20% discount on the second roll off per Naomie.  This is not included in the contract but is an option to consider
· It will be discussed in March what the process will be if trash is not picked up due to weather
· Vacant Council Seat:  Three letters expressing interest in filling the council seat vacated by Richard Smith were received at the CRV Office.  Todd Baker, Hamilton Petersen and Roger Knutson all submitted letters.  Baker and Petersen have previous council seat experience and Petersen is currently on the planning and zoning commission.  Knutson was the only applicant present at the meeting.  Knutson is the Public Works Director for Rushford and has multiple state licenses and his professional knowledge of many of the issues CRV is dealing with would be very useful.  Roger and his family have been a CRV residents since 2007.  Ebner stated Roger’s qualifications would be a great asset to the Council and the fact he showed up at the meeting shows he is interested.  Overland stated he feels Knutson is well qualified and it was nice to receive multiple quality applications because it does not happen very often.

· Derek Olinger, Bolton & Menk-County Bridge Inspections Reports:  Bolton and Menk structural engineer has taken a look at the reports and is exploring potential funding options for addressing those needs.  Bolton and Menk are taking pictures and will determine what the best options would be and will present those findings at a later date.  Village Drive road has areas that are in bad shape and will need to be addressed.  Yucatan Township owns part of this road so there will need to be a discussion with them to determine what they are going to do with their part.
· Derek Olinger, Bolton & Menk-Benson Lane Missouri Crossing:  Olinger has been in contact with and provided a plan sheet and quote form to GenerationX regarding a final permanent repair to the damage done to the crossing during the July 18-19, 2019 flood event. Repairs would include removing the concrete that was undermined during the event and connect up to the existing concrete with rebar and filling in the void below and then extend the concrete surfacing out about 15-20 feet on both sides with the goal to get the ends of the concrete into the banks and put soil back over the top to prevent water from getting below, there will be a small amount of rip rap needed.  Olinger feels this project should be below the $25,000.00 competitive bid threshold.  The repair will not require DNR permits.  GenerationX should be available the week of September 9th and should not take long to complete.  Bolton and Menk will be overseeing the work as it is being completed
Motion made to provide preliminary authorization for City staff to enter into a contract with GenerationX for	the 					Benson Lane repair project as long as the project cost does not exceed the $25,000.00 competitive bid 					threshold. · Derek Olinger, Bolton & Menk-South Rushford Drainage Analysis:  
· The biggest drainage impacts would be the truck highway crossings at Sherwood and Highway 43 and Meadow and Highway 16.  
· Highway 43 is slated for repairs in 2023 so part of the cost for the Sherwood Street crossing has the potential of MN DOT helping with the replacement cost of that culvert. 
· It would not make sense to do any work along Sherwood to the South of Highway 43 until the culvert is replaced in 2023. To replace the culvert before 2023 CRV would have to pay for the culvert and the pavement patch for the highway which would be expensive
· Step 1:  Grading to the North of Sherwood across Highway 43 would help with drainage now.  The estimate for north side grading is $42,000.00 which includes contingencies on top of the actual project and some additional surveying work.  This amount could be less depending on who is hired to do the work.  
· Relocating utilities at the Sherwood/Highway 43 location should not be a problem or have any cost associated with it as they are in the right of way.
· Sherwood St, south of Highway 43-In order to deepen the ditch bottom along Sherwood the ditch bottom would shift out and the bottom of the ditch would be located near the property line/right of way line is so a temporary construction easement or depending where the final grading came out a permanent drainage easement out beyond the right of way may be needed.  Looking at a 4 to 1 slope
· Highway 16 and Meadow Ave grading a ditch in to the North, even without addressing the culvert concern would show a fairly substantial change in the drainage conditions in that area.  Estimated cost is $82,000.00 which could be lower depending on who is hired
· Olinger has meet with both property owners who own land on the north sides where the grading would need to be done.  Neither party seems to have an issue with working with the City but a permanent drainage easement should be obtained and additional surveying and title work would need to be done to find the actual property line
· Olinger had reached out to Mike Bubany.  Bubany recommends a MN Rural Water Micro Loan.  With smaller loans the key is to control the issuance cost. The interest rate may be higher but issuance cost is so much lower the amount of money being paid in the end is significantly less.  If this route is taken Bubany recommends budgeting $15,000.00-$16,000.00 for 2020 to cover the first payment.  
· Johnson questioned who would be the owner of the materials removed from the ditch.  Olinger responded it is usually written into the easement the City would take ownership of the ditch and would then own any material removed.
· Olinger will get the letter together and finalize everything

· July 18-19 Flood Event:  Scheck reported he and Miner attended the preliminary HSEM (Homeland Security and Emergency Management) meeting in Preston.  CRV will get aid for the July 18-19, 2019 flood event.  It will be a 75/25 cost share with the State reimbursing CRV for 75% of the repair costs
· Road Rock:  Rock has been placed on the roads Scheck determined needed it.  Cedar Road still needs rock applied.  Scheck will contact Bruening Rock
· Lift Station:  Has had a few issues with items getting caught again
· Cooperative Way:  Johnson reported multiple cracks with a significant one at the crossing near the bike trail.  Johnson suggested Scheck use the same materials as were used before to fill the cracks
· Ridgeview:  Scheck has not looked at this area

	2020 BUDGET:
· LGA for 2020 $45,569.00
· CRV has not received PILT or DNR Payments in 2019.  An email was sent to Heidi Jones at Fillmore County to see if these payments will be coming and if any will be received in 2020.
· Graham reviewed the Disbursements through August 2019 with the Council and shared her thoughts and figures of what should be entered for the 2020 budget by looking at what was done in 2018 and 2019.  
· With the figures Graham entered for 2020 the proposed budget is at $496,103.00 which is $17,393.00 less than the 2019 actual budget
· A portion of the budget for the road rock that was not used this year will be available next year
· Bridge repairs:  There is $25,000.00 in the 2019 budget for bridge repairs and if that is not used a CD will be purchased.  There will be $25,000.00 budgeted in 2020 for bridges also.  Repairs for Benson Lane and those bridges listed in the County Bridge report should be covered with what is set aside
· Fire Department Mill Rate increased by 12.77%.  $17,088.64 to $19,283.17
· Additional budget items for 2020.
· new plow for F450.  It was determined a straight blade would be the best option at an approximate cost of $6,000.00
· 2 safety storage cabinets for gas and other flammable products.  Priced from Uline catalog at approximately $1,400.00 for both
· Graham used 3% cost of living increase when figuring 2020 wages but that rate will not be set until the Annual Meeting 
· If a new big truck is purchased it would not be part of the 2020 budget. 
· The final proposed tax levy amount to be sent to Preston will be decided at the September 17th Regular Council Meeting
