· South Rushford Storm Drain Alternating Switch/Hourly Meter Update:  Scheck did not have an update regarding the cost to add hourly meters to the alternating switch.  Scheck reported the new storm drain pump is scheduled to be installed 5/14/2020
· Lift Station Pump/Control Panel Update: Scheck reported it could take 6-8 weeks to get new lift station pumps once they are ordered.  The last quote #00007110 received from MN Pump Works for the lift station pumps is $17,865.58.  
Motion made to accept MN Pump Works lift station pump quote #00007110 for  in the amount of $17,865.58



















      Motion by Knutson, 2nd by Ruberg Carried.
Knutson has been in contact with Norman’s Electric regarding the lift station control panel but did not have anything new to report at this time.  Norman’s Electric stated they would be willing to work on the wiring of the control panel regardless of who was awarded the control panel job.  Tom Kopperud stated CRV should make sure the control panel quoted from MN Pumps Works is UL listed.  Kopperud also stated it is hard to compare certain items but did question if the MN Pump Works quote included the concrete pad.  There will be an update for the May 19 meeting.  Hart questioned how this would be paid for.  Graham stated a Sewer Fund CD would be sold. 
· Truck/Plow Equipment Quotes:  Scheck provided quotes from Freightliner for a plow truck and Universal Truck Equipment for plow equipment for the Council to review. The quotes do not reflect any trade in.  Sheck is waiting for another quote from DeBauche Truck & Diesel/International Truck.  It could take 12-18 months to get a truck once ordered.  The Equipment Committee (Ebner & Knutson) will work with Scheck to try to get a truck ordered this summer.  Hart asked if there is a equipment replacement plan.  Scheck stated at one time there was but he had not updated that plan since new equipment was purchased.  Ebner stated the Freightliner is the last big piec of equipment that needs to be replaced.  Ebner stated they have looked at new one to two year old trucks but have not found any that will work for CRV.  Scheck is looking at state bid prices

· Hall Rentals: Due to COVID-19 concerns as it relates to public safety and CRV staff the CRV Community Center will not be available for renting in 2020.  Council did not feel it would be possible to regulate/limit the number of people allowed during a rental as recommended by the Minnesota Department of Health (MDH) without having someone from CRV at each event.  It would be very difficult to make sure the hall was completely sanitized between rentals.  It was also stated the extra amount of cleaning it would require would not be covered by the fee charged for the rentals. Opening the Community Center for 2021 and rental fees will be re-evaluated at the end of 2020.  Miner will call those who have reservations for 2020 and reimbursements will be made to those who have paid.
Motion made to cancel all CRV Community Center rentals already booked in 2020 and close the Community Center for

· Scheck Resignation-Full Time Maintenance Supervisor: Scheck submitted his resignation on April 28, 2020.  His last day will be June 30, 2020.  Council reviewed the ad that will be placed in the Fillmore County Journal on May 11 & 18, 2020 with applications being accepted until noon on May 22, 2020. The type of driver’s license needed/required was discussed. Ebner thanked Scheck for a job well done.  Overland suggested a hiring committee be formed to review the job discription, review applications and conduct interviews.  Hart and Knutson voluteered to be this Hiring Committee. Scheck can sit in during interviews unless a family member is involved.
